Council Member Spears said he was unable to determine the location of the damage to Prospect Road that resulted in the scheduling of this project.  He questioned if this project should be considered a top priority project.
City Engineer Gene Hewitt explained the drainage area exited Prospect Road going toward the bluff. He said the site had been deteriorating for a number of years and the situation was at the point that the property’s structure would be damaged, if it was not repaired soon.  

Council Member Spears questioned if this project fit within the City’s policy because there was no damage to the road at this time, and he expressed concern regarding the costs involved. He indicated he did not have a clear vision of the policy.
City Engineer Hewitt agreed there was no damage to the road at this time, but the hole was large enough to be seen on the GIS system. He said, if no action was taken, there would be damage to a private structure from a public facility.

Council Member Spears moved to defer this item for three weeks until the August 14, 2007, Regular City Council Meeting, so the policy could be better defined; seconded by Council Member Van Auken.

Director of Public Works Steve Van Winkle said the City’s policy was to address damage that would be caused to a public road or a private property, including private structures, that was caused by the public facility. 

Council Member Van Auken requested that the Council be provided with a map so they could determine the exact location of the proposed project.

He said it was felt that these areas were where pedestrians would more than likely be inclined to walk.  He said these decisions were made in 1976 based on information that was available at that time.

Communication from the City Manager and Director of Public Works Recommending that the City Council Direct Staff to Work with PEORIA COUNTY and PPUATS to Reallocate Previously-Committed Federal Funds from the NORTHMOOR ROAD PROJECT to the SHERIDAN ROAD PROJECT.
City Manager Randy Oliver explained this issue regarded the possible loss of Federal funding and he said there had been on-going discussions relating to the configuration of Northmoor Road.  He added there had been some discussion with State Representatives and there was a 
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consensus to construct a three-lane section on part of the road or something slightly different.  He stated the Federal Highway Administration was not on board with this and it would take their approval to move this project forward.  He said he was concerned that, if funding was requested at this time for Northmoor Road without having reached a consensus, the City may be shorted in the Federal funding process.  He stated he felt the funding should be changed and another project should be moved forward to the current time frame, and move the Northmoor Road project to 2008 to provide additional time to work out the configuration.  
City Engineer Gene Hewitt said the Sheridan Road portion being discussed was included in the study so the emphasis would be shifted to another portion of the study.  He said the County was in agreement with this possible shift.
Council Member Sandberg said he did not feel a center turn lane would be necessary on Northmoor Road between Sheridan Road and University nor on Sheridan Road between Glen Avenue and Northmoor Road. He suggested that these roads be two lane roads with expanded bike lanes, curbs and sidewalks.  
Council Member Van Auken said the City should be a position to advise the State and Federal Governments that forcing the construction of a highway through a residential area would destroy the neighborhood. She said mature neighborhoods should not be negatively impacted because there were certain regulations that had to be followed in order to use government funding.  She said the Northmoor Road area neighborhood was quiet and mature, and residents did not want a highway through their neighborhood.  She said the present speed limit was 30 mph, which was appropriate for the area. She added she felt Federal funding should be declined if Federal guidelines could not be more flexible.

Council Member Nichting expressed concern that Northmoor Road had no sidewalks and there were several schools located in the area, which made safety a concern.  

Council Member Spears said the project should begin at Northmoor and Allen Roads and move toward University Street, but the Federal government wanted the project to begin at Sheridan and Northmoor Roads.  He stated the roads needed to be improved near the schools and he questioned how the project could be directed to the area of Northmoor and Allen Roads toward University Street.

City Engineer Gene Hewitt said there would need to be an approved Project Development Report for the entire length of the project.  He said the report would not be approved if four or five lanes were not included in the project for the area between Sheridan Road and University Street.  He said another option was to complete the project with City funding.
Director of Public Works Steve Van Winkle stated the project area was Northmoor Road from Allen Road to Knoxville Avenue, and once the design concept was approved, the City could begin the construction on any portion they chose.  He said construction could begin on the west end and work east, but the project report would need to be approved first.  
Council Member Spears suggested the project be terminated at University and Sheridan, and he questioned if the City had that ability.

Director Van Winkle said he assumed the City could use Federal funding to complete the desired portions of the project and when the project approached University and Sheridan, no further Federal funding would be requested. He said he did not feel there would be anything forcing the City to complete the project.
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In discussion, Council Member Nichting said the issue before the Council regarded the movement of the funds so the funds would be protected.  He said State Legislators were hearing from residents regarding the road issues and he felt the Council needed to provide State Legislators an opportunity to work through the issues.   

Council Member Spears moved to defer this item until the August 14, 2007, Regular City Council Meeting. No second was heard. Council Member Spears said it was his understanding that the residents did not want the Federal funding at all.
Director of Public Works Steve Van Winkle said there was $2 million already committed to the Northmoor Road project and then there would be $7 million for 2012, 2013, and 2014 that would be shared between the City and County.  He said this funding needed to be designated for a project, either Northmoor Road, Sheridan Road, or another project.  He said he felt it would be wise for the City to make a request for the funding.

Council Member Sandberg suggested that the project be designated just for the portion of Northmoor Road from Allen Road to University, rather than Sheridan Road. 

Mayor Ardis said this was funding that would be spent in 2010 and beyond, and he suggested that the City move forward with requesting the funding and requesting a decreased project area.

City Engineer Gene Hewitt indicated a request could be made for a smaller project. He added the request would remove the County from the project, but 70% of the construction would still be covered by Federal funding.    

Mayor Ardis stated the project area could be defined before 2010 and he urged the Council not to defer this request at this time.  
Council Member Spain questioned if PPUATS determined the City’s request would not be approved, would the Council have an opportunity to re-designate funds to work on Sheridan Road or another project. 

Director Van Winkle said the shorter scope of work would be pursued and obtain as much funding as possible for Northmoor Road, between Allen Road and University Street, and determine what would be available for that funding round.  He said the request would come back to Council to select another project for the funding.
In discussion with Council Member Jacob regarding timing issues for funding and determining what type of project was constructed, Director Van Winkle said the City would need to declare their interest in Northmoor Road in August.  He said, once the funding was committed to the City, he felt the City would be able to switch the funding to another project, if needed.
Council Member Van Auken moved to direct Staff to move forward in the August meeting and put forward a smaller project for Northmoor Road, from Allen Road to University Street; seconded by Council Member Sandberg.  
In discussion with Council Member Nichting regarding the $2 million, Director Van Winkle explained they would request PPUATS to concur with the City spending the $2 million already set aside for a shortened project on Northmoor Road between Allen Road and University Street, and then request additional funding, up to the funding limit of 70%, for future construction.  He added, if the request was refused, the Staff would bring it back to the Council to determine how to proceed.  He said future funding would be at risk, but the $2 million already set aside for the project was not at risk.
