The meeting was called to order by Chairwomen Harkrader at 4:00 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR DECEMBER 2006
Vice-Chairwoman Gibson moved to approve the minutes for December 4, 2006, December 18, 2006, and December 27, 2006. Secretary Reed seconded. Motion passed unanimously. Secretary Reed moved to approve the December 2006 bills. Vice-Chairwoman Gibson seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

2007 CONSOLIDATED PRIMARY ELECTION

Interim Executive Director Bride reported that absentee voting has started. He reported that he had discussion about early voting with Midstate College and the Gift Avenue Advocacy Center. Secretary Reed asked about advertising early voting. Vice-Chairwomen Gibson suggested running the early voting on the public access channel, especially during the City Council meetings. Assistant State’s Attorney Atkins discussed his written opinion of required early voting hours. A representative from Hart Intercivic will be assisting with the training. Vice-Chairwomen Gibson suggested advertising the changing the polling place from Epworth Church to Westminster Presbyterian Church.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR APPLICATIONS

Chairwomen Harkrader reported that seventeen applications were received for the Executive Director position from the Peoria County Human Resources Department. Secretary Reed discussed when the opening was posted and who was notified about the opening. Assistant State’s Attorney William Atkins explained that the positions were posted through Peoria County and not through the City of Peoria. Interim Executive Director Bride reported that the posting of the Assistant Executive Director position finished on January 19, 2007 and that the applications would be forward to the commissioners.  

The Commissioners discussed the job descriptions for both the Executive Director and Assistant Executive Director. 
Chairwomen Harkrader stated that she had received feedback from Election Judges and most wanted more training and written materials to take home and study before the election. Interim Executive Director Bride reported that the Judges will have material to take home from the training to study.
