MINUTES AND BILLS FOR FEBUARY 2007
Secretary Reed moved to approve the minutes for the February 7, 2007 with corrections. Vice-Chairwoman Gibson seconded. Motion passed unanimously. Vice-Chairwoman Gibson moved to approve the February 2007 bills. Secretary Reed seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

2007 CONSOLIDATED PRIMARY ELECTION

Interim Executive Director Bride announced that the election had gone well with 300 early voters. He talked about issues on Election Day, including the very low turnout and some problems with batteries in the VBOs.  There was a discussion about doing demonstrations to help voters become familiar with the voting equipment. 2007 CONSOLIDATED GENERAL ELECTION
Interim Executive Director Bride discussed the issue of Early Voting on Easter. The commission decided to have the Election Commission office open from 9-4 on Easter. Interim Executive Director Bride stated that there would be no election judge training before the General Election unless needed for new judges. The commission discussed election judge and troubleshooter training.

Secretary Reed moved to hold a special meeting on March 14, 2007. Vice-Chairwoman Gibson seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
