The meeting was called to order by Chairwomen Harkrader at 4:00 p.m.

PERSONNEL POLICY
Assistant State’s Attorney Atkins discussed changes to the Personnel Policy including the disclaimer, the residency issue and political involvement of the executive director or assistant executive director. Secretary Reed asked about the disciplinary issues and dismissal policies.  Vice-Chairwoman Gibson asked a question about compensatory time for the executive director and assistant executive director. The commission removed compensatory time from the personnel policy. Summer hours for the election commission were removed. Compensation for unused sick days upon termination of employment was eliminated. The commission decided to wait to the next monthly meeting to finalize the personnel policy.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

Secretary Reed made a motion to go into executive session at 4:39 p.m. to discuss the hiring of an executive director. Seconded by Vice-Chairwoman Gibson, the motion passed unanimously.

Secretary Reed made a motion to come out of executive session at 4:42 p.m. Seconded by Vice-Chairwoman Gibson, the motion passed unanimously.

SELECTION OF EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR
Secretary Reed made a motion to hire Tom Bride as executive director. Seconded by Vice-Chairwoman Gibson, the motion passed unanimously.

Secretary Reed made a motion to set the salary of the new executive director at $65,000. Seconded by Vice-Chairwoman Gibson, the motion passed unanimously.

The commission discussed the start date of the new executive director.

OTHER BUSINESS
Vice-Chairwoman Gibson and Secretary Reed discussed the assistant executive director position and asked to reopen the position for two weeks. 
Secretary Reed made a motion to move the regular Election Commission meetings from the first Wednesday of the month to the first Tuesday of the month. Seconded by Vice-Chairwoman Gibson, the motion passed unanimously.

Executive Director Bride informed the commissioners that Brandy House would not be returning to the commission. 

Assistant State’s Attorney Atkins discussed the payment of election judges. Chairwomen Harkrader discussed having a special meeting a couple days after each election to pay bills.

Executive Director Bride discussed the tax implications of paying the election judges for early voting in amounts over $600.

Jonathan Ahl raised the issue of the language needed to enter executive session. Assistant State’s Attorney Atkins stated that the proper language to enter the executive session was used by the commission.

Upon motion of Secretary Reed and seconded by Vice-Chairwoman Gibson, the motion passed unanimously the meeting was adjourned at 5:09 p.m.
