The meeting was called to order by Chairwomen Harkrader at 4:01 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR FEBUARY 2007
Vice-Chairman Gibson moved to approve the minutes for the March 3, 2007, March 7, 2007 and March 14, 2007 meetings. Secretary Reed seconded. Motion passed unanimously. Secretary Reed moved to approve the March 2007 bills. Vice-Chairman Gibson seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

2007 CONSOLIDATED GENERAL ELECTION
Executive Director Bride discussed early voting numbers at the early voting locations. Chairwomen Harkrader discuss needing a new early voting location to replace the Gift Avenue location. Chairwomen Harkrader discussed accessibility of the Roosevelt School. Vice-Chairman Gibson discussed St. Joseph Hall as an early voting location. The Commissioners discussed other locations including the First English Lutheran Church and the District 150 Administration Building.

Executive Director Bride stated that most of the equipment is ready for the upcoming election and that students from Bradley will again be employed as Election Day troubleshooters.

Executive Director Bride announced that the Public Test would be on April 12th at 2:00 p.m. 

Executive Director Bride discuss a request from a group to have Election Judges check their voter lists and tell a pollwatcher, who has voted in that polling place. Assistant State Attorney Atkins stated that the Commission could not tell the Election Judges what information they could give to a pollwatcher. The Commissioners discussed the issue and decided tell the Election Judges that they were under no obligation to tell the pollwatcher who had voted in the polling place.

Assistant State Attorney Atkins announced that a Judge would appoint new Election Judges on April 16th. 

The canvass will be held on May 1st at 5:00 p.m. to allow the City Council-at-Large to be sworn in at the first meeting of May.
PERSONNEL POLICY

The personnel policy discussion was delayed until the next meeting.
OTHER BUSINESS
Executive Director Bride discussed a work compensation claim and that the City of Peoria will handle the claim and the Board will reimburse the City for expenses related to workers compensation. Executive Director Bride gave the Commissioners a letter discussing the arrangement with the City of Peoria. Assistant State Attorney Atkins discussed workers compensation insurance. 
Executive Director Bride discussed the issue of using batteries in the eSlates and VBO on Election Day.

Executive Director Bride stated that the Board will return $144,000 of HAVA grants to the State Board of Elections, this was money the was requested but unspent. The money is eligible for future expenses. He also stated that there is an outstanding balance of $114,000 to Hart InterCivic for the remaining 10% of the initial contact. Executive Director Bride stated that the Commission is also eligible for a grant for a replacement Voter Registration system.
Executive Director Bride discussed the AECOI conference in Danville on May 9-11 and the IACO conference in Springfield on April 23-25. He asked to attend IACO and AECOI. Chairwomen Harkrader stated that she intended to attend the AECOI conference. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION

Vice-Chairman Gibson moved and Secretary Reed seconded a motion to move into executive session to discuss the hiring of a new assistant executive director and pending litigation at 5:04 p.m. The motion passed unanimously. Secretary Reed moved and Vice-Chairman Gibson seconded to move out of executive session. Secretary Reed moved and Vice-Chairman Gibson seconded a motion to adjourn from executive session at 5:52 p.m. The motion passed unanimously.

Upon motion of Secretary Reed and seconded by Vice-Chairman Gibson, the motion passed unanimously the meeting was adjourned at 5:53 p.m.
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
