The meeting was called to order by Chairwomen Harkrader at 4:01 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR APRIL 2007

Vice-Chairman Gibson moved to approve the minutes for the April 3, 2007 and April 23, 2007 meetings. Chairman Harkrader seconded. Motion passed unanimously. 

LaColis Reed, Secretary joins the meeting at 4:16 p.m.

Secretary Reed moved to approve the April 2007 bills. Vice-Chairman Gibson seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

2007 CONSOLIDATED GENERAL ELECTION
Executive Director Bride stated that there was a 22.64% turnout. The District #150 school board race was close. There may be a recount; the candidate is short 28 votes. Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners that there were two precincts that were forced to use emergency paper ballots. The cause was an intermittent power problem with the eSlates.  The problem will be addressed by checking the equipment before the next election and by a change in the setup procedures and training. He stated that the retabulation was complete and no results were changed. Secretary Reed told the Commissioners that Roosevelt had moved the location of voting inside the school.
PERSONNEL POLICY

Vice-Chairman Gibson moved to approve the new personnel policy with the understanding that holiday pay will be addressed in the future, and adding May 1st, 2007 as the revised date.  Secretary Reed seconded. The motion passed unanimously.
POLLING PLACE ACCESSABILITY STUDY

Executive Director Bride asked the Commissioners to defer this issue until a later date.
VOTER REGISTRATION SYSTEM REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL

Executive Director Bride stated to the Commissioners that there is a meeting with the county to discuss a RFP for new voter registration software. Assistant State Attorney Atkins told the Commissioners that they could either give Executive Director the authority to issue a RFP or meet and move to issue a RFP that they approve. Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners that they were eligible for a HAVA grant for purchase of new voter registration software. Secretary Reed asked to have a meeting to discuss the RFP before it is issued. The Commission decided to have a special meeting when the RFP is ready. 
BOARD OF ELECTION COMMISSIONERS FINANCIAL AUDIT

Executive Director Bride informed the Commissioners that the City of Peoria auditors were looking at the HAVA grants for the Board of Election Commissioners. Secretary Reed stated he wanted information on Board expenditures and revenues beyond the budget from the city. Assistant State Attorney Atkins told the Commissioners that he strongly recommended that the Board an audit done. Secretary Reed moved and Vice-Chairman Gibson seconded that Clifton-Gunderson audit the Board of Election Commissioners. The motion passed unanimously. 
OTHER BUSINESS

Executive Director Bride updated the Commissioners on the current workers compensation situation with the City of Peoria and a couple of employee’s claims. Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners that the payment to the State’s Attorney for legal representation will be in the form of a one time payment at the end of June. Executive Director Bride asked for permission to go to the Hart InterCivic User Group meeting in Austin, Texas in August and pay for the expenses incurred. Vice-Chairman Gibson moved to approve having the Executive Director go to the User Group meeting. Secretary Reed seconded. The motion passed unanimously. Vice-Chairman Gibson move to give Executive Director Bride and extra week of vacation for the year because of all the extra work he did this year. Secretary Reed seconded. The motion passed unanimously.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

Secretary Reed moved and Vice-Chairman Gibson seconded going into executive session to discuss pending litigation and personnel issues at 5:50 p.m. The motion passed unanimously. Secretary Reed moved and Vice-Chairman Gibson seconded to come out of executive session at 6:08 p.m. The motion passed unanimously.
