The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairwomen Gibson at 4:00 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR JULY 2007

Secretary Reed moved to approve the minutes for the August 7th and August 20th meetings. Vice-Chairwoman Gibson seconded. Motion passed unanimously. 

Vice-Chairwoman Gibson inquired into the use of HAVA funds to pay for the projector.  Executive Director Bride stated the projector will be used for Election Judge training and voter education.  Secretary Reed moved to approve the August 2007 bills.  Vice-Chairwoman Gibson seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

VOTER REGISTRATION AND ELECTION MANAGEMENT SOFTWARE 

Executive Director Bride stated implementation of the new DFM voter registration and election management software is just beginning.  Information for conversion has been sent to DFM and a smooth transition is anticipated.
POLLING PLACE RECOMMENDATIONS
Executive Director Bride recommended moving Precinct 41 from First English Lutheran Church to the Coroner’s Office.  Bride also recommended moving Precinct 59 from Universal Unitarian Church back to Sterling Towers.  Both of these precinct moves eliminate having four precincts in one polling place.  Vice-Chairwoman Gibson and Secretary Reed agreed with Executive Bride’s recommendations.  Changes will be implemented and new voter registration cards will be mailed to voters in these two precincts.  Westminster Presbyterian Church is the only polling place with four precincts and efforts will continue to find a suitable location for one of the four precincts. 
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bride presented the current budget figures to the commissioners. Secretary Reed requested the current budget figures be emailed to him prior to each monthly meeting. 

Executive Director Bride discussed the Hart Intercivic User Group meeting in Austin, Texas. He stated it was an excellent meeting including good interaction with other Election Administrators from around the country. Executive Director Bride stated that Hart emphasized a commitment to staying in the election business and some fees were expected to increase. He didn’t feel it would impact the Commission.
He told the Commissioners that Hart was developing an electronic pollbook.

Executive Director Bride reported that the City of Peoria’s Human Resource Department reviewed the temporary employee job description and stated that $10.00 per hour is reasonable.  The job posting will be posted in the near future.
