The meeting was called to order by Chairwomen Harkrader at 4:03 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR JUNE 2007

Vice-Chairman Gibson moved to approve the minutes for the June 1, 2007 meeting. Secretary Reed seconded. Motion passed unanimously. 

Secretary Reed moved to approve the June 2007 bills and allow the Executive Director to purchase ID tags, a projector, and printer bags with HAVA funds. Vice-Chairman Gibson seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

Executive Director Bride stated that St. Bernard’s, Roosevelt and University United Methodist Church polling places still need to be evaluated based on accessibility concerns.  Executive Director Bride stated that he would visit each facility prior to next month’s meeting along with the two churches suggested for possible replacement polling places for Roosevelt.  Assistant State’s Attorney Atkins stated that he would research whether or not a polling place can be located outside precinct boundaries. 
2007 CONSOLIDATED GENERAL ELECTION DISCOVERY RECOUNT
Executive Director Bride stated the District #150 School Board discovery recount was successful.  Mr. O’Brien initially requested a redundant recount, but decided the outcome from the discovery recount was satisfactory.  

VOTER REGISTRATION SYSTEM REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL

Executive Director Bride stated that bids have been received from two companies, DFM and VOTEC.  Both companies will be brought in for a presentation to further review their products.  Executive Director Bride stated he would notify the Commissioners of the dates and times of these presentations so they may attend if interested.
PERSONNEL POLICY
The Commissioners decided not to vote on accepting any changes to the Personnel Policy and revised job descriptions until all changes are complete.  Executive Director Bride stated he would present complete revisions for both the Personnel Policy and job descriptions along with an Electronic Communications Policy for next month’s meeting.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
The Illinois Hart User Group Meeting was held on June 28, 2007.  Election staff and officials from Peoria County, Madison County, and Kane County were present along with two representatives for Hart InterCivic, Adrian Gonzales, Account Manager and Travis Harrell, Product Manager.  Executive Director Bride reported that the meeting was a success.  The meeting was targeted at establishing systematic guidelines for ballot layout, recount procedures and other election related issues relative to Hart’s equipment and software.  Continued communications on a regular basis among Illinois Hart Users will be necessary and useful in achieving these targets.
Executive Director Bride stated that Election Commission staff members will participate in professional development classes for Microsoft Word and/or Microsoft Excel through Illinois Central College.  These classes will take place during working hours.

Executive Director Bride presented an up to date budget for the Election Commission including tax levy money from the County.  Bride reported on the current status of this year’s budget and stated that a true budget projection for the coming year will be presented at next month’s meeting.
