The meeting was called to order by Chairwoman Gibson at 4:07 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR MAY 2008
Secretary Harkrader moved to approve the minutes for the May 13th meeting pending a correction to page 3.  Chairwoman Gibson seconded. Motion passed unanimously. 

Secretary Harkrader moved to approve the May 2008 bills.  Chairwoman Gibson seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bride reported Illinois House Bill 273, calling for straight party voting for the November 2008 election only, has died in committee and will not make it to the floor for a vote.  
Executive Director Bride reported the Board of Directors for the Peoria Next building is still discussing the possibility of becoming a polling place.  Executive Director Bride stated he feels the move will be approved and plans to put two of the four precincts currently voting at Westminster Presbyterian Church at the Peoria Next building.  
Executive Director Bride stated the new office furniture will be installed June 25th. 
Chairwoman Gibson inquired into Springfield’s status in finding new voting equipment.  Executive Director Bride reported he is unsure of where they are in the process.  However, Springfield is interested in implementing an optical scan system.  
Secretary Harkrader stated she met with County Clerk Sonnemaker.  He is interested in sharing the cost for Early Voting advertising with the Election Commission.  Mr. Sonnemaker expressed interest in putting an insert into the newspaper with Early Voting sites.  Secretary Harkrader expressed a need for the two jurisdictions to meet as soon as possible to begin discussing strategies for Early Voting advertising.  
Executive Director Bride reported the UPS units have been ordered.  Six of the units have arrived so far, the rest are on backorder and are expected to ship towards the beginning of July.  

OTHER BUSINESS

Jean Sanger inquired into homeless persons registering to vote at a specific corner in the City of Chicago and how this works in Peoria.  Executive Director Bride stated in Peoria a homeless person would have to give a physical address, most likely a shelter.
EXECUTIVE SESSION TO DISCUSS PENDING LITIGATION

A motion was made to go into Executive Session pursuant to Section 2(c)(11) of the Open Meetings Act by Secretary Harkrader and seconded by Chairwoman Gibson in order to discuss pending litigation at 4:38 p.m.  The motion passed unanimously.
