The meeting was called to order by Chairwoman Gibson at 4:15 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR NOVEMBER 2008
Vice Chairman Reed moved to approve the minutes for the November 7th meeting.  Secretary Harkrader seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
Secretary Harkrader moved to approve the November 2008 bills.  Vice-Chairman Reed seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

ELECTION OF BOARD OF ELECTION COMMISSIONERS’ OFFICERS FOR 2009
Secretary Harkrader moved to vote for the slate of officers of Vice-Chairman Reed for Chairman, Secretary Harkrader for Vice-Chairman and Chairman Gibson for Secretary.  The motion was seconded by Vice-Chairman Reed and passed unanimously. 
NEW POLLING PLACES
Executive Director Bride stated a new polling place was needed for Precinct 37. The Commissioners were informed of the possibility of moving both Precinct 37 and Precinct 14 into Woodruff High School but the Principal had not wanted a polling place during a school day. Executive Director Bride stated he was still looking for a location for Precinct 37.  Secretary Gibson suggested Lincoln Grade School. Executive Director Bride is pursuing the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints on Reservoir as an alternative to Reservoir Estates, Precincts 64, 65, and 66.  He has not yet received a definitive answer from the church, but is hopeful an agreement will be reached. 
EARLY VOTING POLLING PLACES FOR FEBRUARY PRIMARY AND APRIL CONSOLIDATED ELECTIONS
Executive Director Bride recommended having one outside early voting location for the February Primary and two outside early voting locations for the April General Election and that the draft budget was based on this recommendation. Executive Director Bride stated an initial discussion had been had with both the Expo Gardens and ICC North. Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to accept the Early Voting recommendation of one outside location for the Primary Election and two outside locations for the General Election, seconded by Secretary Gibson. The motion passed unanimously.
EXECUTIVE SESSION TO DISCUSS PERSONNEL ISSUES

A motion was made to go into Executive Session pursuant to Section 2(c) (11) of the Open Meetings Act by Vice-Chairman Harkrader and seconded by Secretary Gibson in order to discuss personnel issues at 4:33 p.m.  The motion passed unanimously.  The meeting was closed to the public and Executive Session was convened. Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved and Secretary Gibson seconded to come out of executive session at 4:58 p.m. The motion passed unanimously. 

2009 BUDGET
Executive Director Bride discussed the budget. The levy is based on the estimate from Peoria County, the Executive Director’s and Assistant Executive Director’s salary are based on a 3 ½ % increase, staff salaries are based on a 3 ½ % increase, and the State reimbursement for Election Judges is based on two elections. Other expenses discussed were publishing legal notices, application printings, utilities, software and hardware maintenance agreements, including the possibility for reimbursement on the Voter Registration System through HAVA, postage, training, insurance on election equipment, election equipment delivery, election supplies, and funds for replacement office furniture. Chairman Reed asked if the bonding of the Commissioners could by law be paid for by the Commission.  Legal Counsel Ierulli told the Commission he would return with an answer. Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to adopt the budget with a 4% increase in salaries for the Executive and Assistant Executive Directors’ salaries instead of a 3 ½ % increases, seconded by Chairman Reed. Motion passed unanimously. 
Vice-Chairman Harkrader told the Commission that she would be attending the AECOI meeting in Galesburg and talked about Election Day registration. Vice-Chairman Harkrader stated she would be meeting with the County Clerk and State Senator Koehler to discuss Election Day registration. Executive Director Bride told the Commission that Peoria would be hosting the AECOI meeting in May.

ADJOURNMENT

Upon motion of Secretary Gibson and seconded by Vice-Chairman Harkrader, the motion passed unanimously, the meeting adjourned at 5:10 p.m.
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
