The meeting was called to order by Chairman Reed at 4:01 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR JANUARY 2009
Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to approve the minutes for the January 2nd regular meeting.  Secretary Gibson seconded. Motion passed unanimously. Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to approve the minutes for the January 13th special meeting.  Secretary Gibson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Secretary Gibson moved to approve the January 2009 bills.  Vice-Chairman Harkrader seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

Vice-Chairman Harkrader suggested that Executive Director Bride get a copy of the Hart InterCivic contract to Chairman Reed.

NEW OFFICE FURNITURE 

Executive Director Bride said that two bids were received, both with governmental pricing and the Lincoln Office bid was recommended.  Vice-Chairman Harkrader asked when the delivery would be and Executive Director stated he estimated early or mid-March. Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to approve purchase of the office furniture from Lincoln Office. Secretary Gibson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  
ELECTION EQUIPMENT DELIVERY BIDS

Secretary Gibson moved to approve the low bid for delivery of election equipment from Mordue Moving & Storage. Vice-Chairman Harkrader seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW POLLING PLACES

Executive Director Bride stated a meeting is scheduled with ICC North about moving Precinct 52 & 56 from the State of Illinois building and also using the ICC North location for early voting. Vice-Chairman Harkrader asked if there would be a cost for using the building at ICC North, and Executive Director Bride said there would be no cost. Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to relocate Precincts 52 & 56 to ICC North pending approval.  Secretary Gibson seconded it.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Executive Director Bride told the Commission that Precincts 23 & 31 had to be moved and he was looking into using the Peoria Health Department or the Care & Treatment Board. If neither of these options are available the precincts may have to be split up and relocated to other polling locations in the surrounding area. Executive Director Bride said he would email the Board when plans were finalized for Precincts 52 & 56 and Precincts 23 & 31.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director stated that one candidate from Peoria City Council District Four had withdrawn from the race, but it didn’t affect the primary election. Vice-Chairman Harkrader asked if it was too late to file as a write-in candidate and Executive Director told the Board that it was in fact too late.
Executive Director Bride told the Board that Early Voting for the Consolidated Primary so far has been very slow. 

Executive Director Bride stated that both the voting equipment and ballot were ready for the Consolidated General Election in April and there would be just a little work to get the equipment used in the primary ready for the April Election. He explained to the Board the timeline for the end of the Primary and the start of the General Election. Executive Director Bride told the Board that Election Administrators from St. Louis, Missouri had offered the Commission the ability to demo their EA pollbook. Vice-Chairman Harkrader asked about the security of data and Secretary Gibson asked about the use of the Election Commission in advertising. Legal Counsel Ierulli stated he would give Executive Director Bride some language to attach to the agreement with Election Administrators to address the issue of security and use of the Election Commission’s name in marketing materials.
ADJOURNMENT

Upon motion of Secretary Gibson and seconded by Vice-Chairman Harkrader, the motion passed unanimously, the meeting adjourned at 4:41 p.m.
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
