The meeting was called to order by Chairman Reed at 2:03 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR MAY 2009
Secretary Gibson moved to approve the minutes for the May 5th regular meeting.  Vice-Chairman Harkrader seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to approve the May 2009 bills.  Secretary Gibson seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW POLLING PLACES FOR PRECINCTS 38, 70, & 71

Executive Director Bride reported that an alternative polling location for precinct 38 is the Dayton Avenue Baptist Church.  The church will need to vote for approval at the next board meeting.  A follow up report will be presented at the July meeting.

Executive Director Bride stated the only alternative polling location to replace Weaver Ridge is Charter Oak School.  Secretary Gibson stated she would contact Mr. Weaver to see if he would reconsider the use of Weaver Ridge as a polling location.

BOND PAYMENT FOR COMMISSIONERS

Vice Chairman Harkrader motioned to relinquish bond payment for Commissioners to the Election Commission when payments come due. Secretary Gibson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Precinct 58 Complaint from April Consolidated Election
Executive Director Bride reported that Mr. and Mrs. Keefner submitted a letter complaining about the use of Sterling Towers as a polling place due to the lack of parking.  Executive Director Bride stated that in the future, the City of Peoria will allow parking on the street for voters.  He also reported that the wrong room has been used at Sterling Towers and this issue will be addressed with Election Judges working this polling location.  A response letter will be sent to the Keefner’s addressing their issues, however, the polling location for precinct 58 will not be relocated.
Discussion of a new web site
Executive Director Bride stated he is interested in pursuing a website for the Election Commission separate from the City of Peoria site.  Having an independent site would allow more control over content and allow voters to search for their polling location and district information through the website.  Executive Director Bride stated he would present cost projections in the future after more research has been completed.
