The meeting was called to order by Chairman Reed at 2:02 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR AUGUST 2009
Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to approve the minutes for the July 14th regular meeting. Secretary Gibson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Secretary Gibson moved to approve the July 2009 bills.  Vice-Chairman Harkrader seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW POLLING PLACES FOR PRECINCTS 70 &71
Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners that the only suitable location in Precincts 70 and 71 was Charter Oak School. The other locations were either too small, in another precinct or in the county. Secretary Gibson asked if the decision was up to the Principal or District 150 administration. Executive Director Bride wasn’t sure but stated he talked to both before each election at other schools. 
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners that most of the voter registration cards, except precincts 70 & 71, had been mailed August 17 or August 18, and that about 3000 R-26’s, 117 which were usable, had been returned from an earlier mailing to inactive voters. He stated that most of the voter registration cards were printed outside the office to save wear and tear on the equipment and to complete the job in a timely manner.  
OTHER  BUSINESS

Vice-Chairman Harkrader told the Board that she had talked to County Clerk Sonnemaker and that he was concerned about his budget. He wanted to see if there are ways to work together to save money. Vice-Chairman Harkrader wanted to encourage working together to save money. Executive Director Bride said that equipment was being shared and that the use of the Quicksilver service came about from discussion with the County Clerk’s office. 

Executive Director Bride related that the CERA training in Baton Rouge that there is discussion in Bloomington, IL to combine the Bloomington Election Commission and the Election Division of the McClain County Clerk’s Office into a county-wide election commission. 

Executive Director Bride asked the Board who would be attending the AECOI meeting in Bloomington on September 16 -18, 2009. Chairman Reed and Vice-Chairman Harkrader said they would be attending. Executive Director Bride asked for a motion to amend the bills to include Chairman Reed’s registration fee. Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to amend the bills to include Chairman Reed’s registration fee to the AECOI conference. Secretary Gibson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners that Jim Green had some bad news about his cancer and that he was just following the situation. The Commissioners offered their thoughts and prayers.

Vice-Chairman Harkrader told the Board about helping with an election at Sterling Towers.
