The meeting was called to order by Chairman Reed at 4:03 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR SEPTEMBER 2009
Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to approve, with changes, the minutes for the August 18th regular meeting. Secretary Gibson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to approve the September 2009 bills.  Secretary Gibson seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW POLLING PLACES FOR PRECINCTS 70 & 71
Executive Director Bride told the Board that he recommended moving the polling place for precincts 70 & 71 to Charter Oak School. He visited the school and said it would work well as a polling place. Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to change the polling place for Precincts 70 & 71 to Charter Oak School.  Secretary Gibson seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

PROPOSAL FROM GLASEBURG ELECTION COMMISSION
Executive Director Bride explained the proposal (see attached) from the Galesburg Election Commission to change the statutory limits on Commissioners salaries. The Galesburg Election Commission is asking for support from the other election commissions in changing the law and will be asking for a vote at the next Association of Election Commission Officials of Illinois meeting in September. Vice-Chairman Harkrader explained that this was discussed at the last AECOI meeting and that she would be supportive of any changes in the law. Secretary Gibson told the Commissioners that she wasn’t supportive because of current budget concerns.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bride discussed the mailing of the new voter registration cards. He said all have been mailed except for precincts 70 & 71. He also told the Commissioners that about 4500 R-26’s to voters. The rest of the returned cards are still being processed. 
Executive Director Bride gave the Commissioners the proposed 2010 budget and explained changes from 2009, including a wage freeze for the staff. He told the Commissioners that the surplus for 2010 should be around $42,000. Vice-Chairman Harkrader asked if some of the line items were based on estimates from the city. She asked if Hart InterCivic would be available for support on Election Day in 2010. Chairman LaColis asked for copies of budgets from years past. Vice-Chairman Harkrader asked if the budget included an increase for staff. Executive Director Bride said that it did not include any pay increases. Chairman LaColis asked what percentage of the health insurance costs was paid by the employees. 
Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners he had been invited to participate in the Election Management Guidelines Working Group on Technology in Elections in Washington DC though the US Election Assistance Commission.

Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to go into Executive Session at 4:25 p.m. under section 2(c) (1) of the Open Meetings Act to discuss personal issues. Secretary Gibson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to come out of Executive Session at 4:52 p.m. under section 2(c) (1) of the Open Meetings Act to discuss personal issues. Secretary Gibson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously
