The meeting was called to order by Chairman Reed at 4:06 p.m.

MINUTES AND BILLS FOR JUNE 2009
Secretary Gibson moved to approve the minutes for the September 1st regular meeting.  Vice-Chairman Harkrader seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Secretary Gibson moved to approve the June 2009 bills. Vice-Chairman Harkrader seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

VOTER REGISTRATION CARD MAILINGS
Executive Director Bride explained to the Commissioners that most of the Voter Registration cards had been mailed and that the follow-up mailing (R-26’s) was almost complete. Chairman Reed asked if there had been any complaints about the new size of the cards. Executive Director Bride said there were no complaints.
PRELIMINARY 2010 BUDGET
Executive Director Bride explained the proposed budget and told the Commissioners that the payroll for the staff had stayed about the same amount since 1995, but that the staff had decreased. He also told the Commissioners that the biggest change was postage and that reimbursement for the State had been decreased due to budget issues at the state level. Vice-Chairman Harkrader asked about the possibility of having handheld devices in the polling places for the Election Judges to check on voter registrations. Executive Director Bride said he would check on price for all 52 polling places. He also told the Commissioners he was looking at Netbooks for Early Voting, which would be cheaper than larger laptops. Vice-Chairman Harkrader also talked about using CD’s that the Election Judges could take home and review the Election Judge training.
AECOI METTING

Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners that both he and Vice-Chairman Harkrader attended the AECOI educational meeting and that he attended the business meeting. Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners about the Galesburg proposal to change the law to increase the salaries for commissioners. The motion passed with the Peoria Board of Election Commissioners voting against. Vice-Chairman Harkrader talked about the upcoming redistricting and a presentation on voting over the internet. The Commissioners had a discussion about Absentee Voting and the change in Illinois law to no-excuse absentee voting. Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners that the Early Voting hours would have to change to 8-4 on Saturdays to comply with the new law.
IT SERVICES CONTRACT

Executive Director Bride presented a copy of the contract with FACET to do IT services for the Commission for the upcoming year. The rate is $100 per hour, which is a blended rate, with a minimum of two hours. One of the hours would be used remotely monitoring the server and network. Legal Counsel Ierulli told the Board that he had concerns about the billing date of 15 days and recommended changing it to 30 days and that the contract was one year. Executive Director Bride told the Commissioners about the work they had already done on the server and network. Vice-Chairman Harkrader moved to enter into the contract with FACET with the changes to 30 days and the ending the contract within 30 days. Secretary Gibson seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

Upon motion of Secretary Gibson and seconded by Vice-Chairman Harkrader, the motion passed unanimously, the meeting adjourned at 4:33 p.m.
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
