Yard waste consists of grass, leaves, limbs and /or
brush ONLY.

Yard waste MUST be set out in one of the following
methods:

+«  Maximum 30-gallon brown craft paper bags or
32-gallon plastic or metal cans with handles that
are clearly marked as yard waste (containers must
weigh under 50 Ibs. each)

Car and home radios may not be played so
loud that they are plainly audible at a distance
of 75 feet from the car or to unreasonably dis-
turb the peace. A minimum fine of $200 may
occur and the car can be impounded.
