Class “H” and Class “H-1” applicants must file a site plan.

____
Once the City liquor license is approved, you may apply for the State of Illinois Special Event (not-for-profit) retailer’s liquor license.  The fee is $25.00, unless the application does not reach the Illinois Liquor Control Association two weeks prior to the event, a $25.00 late fee will be assessed.
