The City’s ADA Transition Plan, adopted in 1995, prioritizes ramp installation by:  1) requests from the physically 
challenged or their representative; 2) the Central Business District; 3) new construction, including new subdivisions; 4) 
reconstruction projects; 5) corners near sidewalk replacement program participants;  6) quadrant locations requiring 
inlet replacement; and 7) quadrants near utility work.  Ramps in the recent years have been constructed in targeted 
areas by contract and, whenever possible, in conjunction with work by others (i.e., private contractors, other 
governmental units, and utilities) on the public right-of-way.   This program would expand this effort to have a contract 
for ramps only.  Based on a 2007 survey there are approximately 1100 corners that have sidewalks with no ramp and 
approximately 1200 corners with existing ramps that do not meet ADA standards.

The funds in 2011 ($63,000) are to complete upgrades to the building to comply with ADArequirements based on 
recent directives from the Department of Labor.  The funds in 2012 ($50,000) are to complete an upgrade of the 
meeting room 404 that is frequently used.  Some minor energy upgrades in lighting and insulation will be included 
when this work is implemented.  The funds included after 2015 are for continuation of the renovation into office areas.  
There are areas within the building that have not been renovated in over 30 years. Energy savings will be 
implemented with each project.  Insulation will be installed in interior walls for sound deadening and in exterior walls 
for heat transfer.  The fire protection in the attic will be replaced due to the age and rusting pipes.  Low flow faucets 
will be installed throughout the building to reduce water consumption.  The copper above the roof for the cupola will 
be rebuilt.  Renovations to offices not updqated with the previous work will be addressed.

Compliance with Illinois Environmental Protection Agency permit requirements established June 1, 2006, to reduce 
overflows of combined sewage into the Illinois River, per the Clean Water Act.

The City of Peoria's combined sewer overflows (CSO) have been regulated by the USEPA and IEPA for over 25 
years. This regulation is through a five-year permit. The current permit period (June 1, 2006 - May 31, 2011) requires 
the City to comply with more stringent requirements to reduce overflows of combined sewage into the Illinois River. 
Prior years' expenses included developing a Long Term Control Plan and installing upgrades to metering equipment. 
FY2011 expenses are for refining and completing the Long Term Control Plan, for legal assistance to negotiate the 
plan, and for staff time charged to the project.  We anticipate implementing the Long Term Control Plan from 2012 
through 2032. Final project scope, future funding sources, and future operating budget impacts will be determined 
after completion of the Long Term Control Plan.
