Peoria, Illinois, April 20, 2011, a Peoria City/County Landfill Committee Meeting was held this date at 
8:00A.M., at Peoria City Hall, Council Chambers, 419 Fulton Street, Suite #400, Peoria, Illinois.

Mr. Bergsten asked that all attendees sign in at the clipboard to ensure their names would be included 
in the official record.   

He also announced the Public Comment portion of the meeting would be moved to precede Item 7c 
“Committee Recommendation” regarding Landfill No. 3. Speakers need to state their name and 
affiliation and will be limited to three (3) minutes; those wanting to agree with or repeat what has 
already been said, will be limited to one (1) minute. 

MINUTES 

Ms. Scott-Pearson moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Peoria City/County Landfill 
Committee Meeting held on March 16, 2011; seconded by Mr. Van Winkle. 
 

Approved by viva voce vote. 
 

AGENDA ITEMS  
 

ITEM NO. 1. REPORT from FOTH INFRASTRUCTURE & ENVIRONMENT, LLC 
 

A. Special Waste approvals as needed 
 
Mr. Alwan presented several Special Waste profiles for the Committee’s consideration. Two were 
previously deferred – Illinois American Water (spent sandblast media) and Grandview Mobile Home 
Park (filtration sand – waste water treatment for residents) – and one from AT&T Services (soil), all of 
which need Committee approval. He noted Foth had requested additional information to determine if 
PCB’s were an issue, but it was determined PCB’s were not a concern. A previously-approved profile 
– City of Canton STP (waste water treatment Class A biosludge) – has not changed since its original 
approval and previously-submitted analytical reports; therefore, Foth has no technical objections. This 
has presented itself because Canton’s Special Waste is re-assessed every five (5) years. 
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Mr. Spain moved to approve the Special Waste permits as described; seconded by Mr. Morris. 
 
 Yeas – Bergsten, Irving, Morris, Scott-Pearson, Spain, Van Winkle 
 Nays – Akers 
 

Motion passed. 
 

B. Permit Approvals as needed 
 
Foth does not have any permits requiring Mr. Barber’s signature at this time but respectfully requests 
approval to secure his signature if/as needed prior to the May meeting.  
  

C. Dam Project Update 
 
Mr. Alwan stated discussions are ongoing regarding the responsible party for the Dam Project costs. 
Foth has received verbal comments from the DNR, although they are not final comments, but Foth 
has not responded to them pending approval of their budget amendment in today’s packet.  
 
Budget Amendment Approval 

 
At a minimum, Foth recommends [quarterly] monitoring be authorized at a cost of $3,000 to $5,000 
through the end of 2011.  As outlined in the budget amendment document, the anticipated costs 
associated with responding to DNR’s comments and the continued discussions is another $5,000 to 
$10,000; therefore Foth’s budget amendment is in the amount of $15,000. 
 
Mr. Morris asked Mr. Giebelhausen for clarification. Mr. Giebelhausen responded that approving said 
budget amendment does not bind the City/County as being the party financially responsible for the  
dam repair expenses.  
 
Mr. Alwan explained once DNR approves Foth’s responses they could possibly have up to one year 
for construction (although a timeframe will not necessarily be set); however, DNR also has the 
authority to come in and make the repairs themselves, billing the responsible party, but it’s a rare 
occurrence. 
 
There’s no immediate threat of dam failure, so deferring this issue for another month isn’t critical, but 
Foth recommends monitoring at a minimum – preferably on a quarterly basis – which hasn’t been 
done since October 2010. This [quarterly monitoring] would cost less than $3,000 through summer’s 
end.  
 
Mr. Spain moved to approve monitoring on a quarterly basis not to exceed $3,000 for the year and to 
receive and file the remainder of Foth’s report; seconded by Ms. Scott-Pearson. 
 
 Approved by viva voce vote 

 
ITEM NO. 2 REPORT from WASTE MANAGEMENT, INC. 
 

A.       Monthly Activity Reports 
 
Mr. Matheny presented the monthly reports. No discussion. 
 
During March 2011, six (6) tarp policy warnings were given of which four were also given tarps but the 
other two vehicles were too large for the tarps. Waste Management staff feels this program is effective 
and working well. 
 
Mr. Barber commented he was at the Landfill on Monday [April 18th] and noticed the Sheriff had pulled 
over two non-tarped vehicles. The County [State] already has a tarp policy established, so the 
City/County’s policy at the Landfill enhances what the Sheriff’s Department is already addressing.     
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Mr. Bergsten said he’s noticed the area surrounding the Landfill has been cleaner since implementing 
the no-tarp policy.  
 

B.        Permit Approval as needed 
 
Mr. Matheny said there’s one permit application – Closure/Post-Closure for Landfill No. 2 – which is in 
progress and due June 1st.  Upon Foth’s review and approval, Mr. Barber’s signature will be required. 
 
Mr. Van Winkle moved to receive and file Waste Management Inc.’s report and secure Mr. Barber’s 
signature as needed; seconded by Mr. Akers. 
 
 Approved by viva voce vote 
 
ITEM NO. 3 QUARTERLY UPDATE of LANDFILL BUDGET SUMMARY 
 
Mr. Barber explained there are some discrepancies because the Finance Department took the liberty 
to pay some January 2011 bills out of December 2010 funds and due to the City’s bill-paying process, 
bills paid in late March don’t appear in the system (for reporting purposes) until mid-April. In order to 
accommodate this quirk, he will delay his future reports by one month in an effort to capture all 
financial information for the respective quarter.    
 
The trend, based on the spreadsheet, is we continue to overspend and the current estimated deficit is 
$216,000. We still have a budget cash balance in the $800,000 range.  This does not include the dam 
repairs or the $3,000 approved in Item No. 1c today. 
 
Ms. Scott-Pearson moved to receive and file; seconded by Mr. Morris. 
 
 Approved by viva voce vote 
 
ITEM NO. 4 LANDFILL NO. 1 GAS FIELD & EQUIPMENT 
 
 A. Repair Status from Foth Infrastructure 
 
Mr. Bergsten had asked that this item be on today’s Agenda so Committee members could study it 
and develop questions, but suggests it be deferred to a future meeting for addressing.   
 
Mr. Sloan explained some of the work involved is included as part of the gas operations budget but 
anything inside the building (i.e., removing oil) is not included. Since it’s been there for years and 
nothing’s happened, and no personnel works in the building, it’s probably safe to defer if need be.  For 
safety reasons, electrical issues are top priority but he has not contacted Ameren yet. The entire site 
would need to be re-permitted, as explained in the memo in today’s packet. 
 
Mr. Spain moved to defer to the May meeting; seconded by Mr. Morris. 
 
 Approved by viva voce vote 
 
ITEM NO. 5 REVIEW and APPROVAL of SEYFARTH & SHAW, LLC INVOICE for $1,701.39 
 
Mr. Morris moved to approved; seconded by Mr. Akers. 
 
 Approved by viva voce vote 
 
Mr. Giebelhausen said we’re getting very near the end, probably one more invoice as this one doesn’t 
include Mr. Comella’s time for the last hearing. He also hasn’t gotten the official “final report” yet from 
Cook County confirming this case is closed. 
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ITEM NO. 6 REPORT from PEORIA DISPOSAL CO.  
 
 A. Landfill No. 3 Expansion Update 
 
Presentation: Traffic, Citizens’ Convenience Center  
 
PowerPoint presentation regarding traffic studies given by Lee Cannon; Citizens’ Convenience Center  
presentation given by Rich Southorn, beginning at 8:30A.M., concluding at 9:10A.M.   
 
Mr. Bergsten mentioned Saturdays tend to be busy at the existing Citizens’ conveyor belt and is 
concerned the proposed bins won’t be sufficient to handle the 250 trucks typically accommodated on 
a Saturday. Mr. Coulter assured him staff will assist citizens and their hauling company operates on 
Saturdays as well so will ensure operations run smoothly and keep up with demand. Other ideas will 
be color-coded bins (to which gatehouse staff will direct citizens upon entrance).  
 
The Citizens’ Convenience Center will need to be permitted. It is expected construction will be 
completed and ready for operation by 2020.  
 
Discussion was had regarding the anticipated outcome of reaching 150,000 pounds and whether or 
not a fee would be charged. Mr. Coulter said it will be a challenge as loads are expected to be 
received from citizens outside Peoria County, but PCCL staff will assess the situation and likely 
charge all citizens a fee once the cap is reached.   
 
Mr. Barber said his Department oversaw the operation of a similar facility in Naperville so he knows 
first-hand surrounding communities will utilize this facility. They had customers from up to 50 miles 
away drop off household hazardous waste items at this regional facility. Naperville ultimately 
established relationships with the various communities using the facility who shared the operational 
costs. He suggested a similar situation be considered for Peoria (internally) to avoid charged 
customers only once the capacity is reached. 
 
Update: Peoria Park District Wetland Mitigation Agreement 
 
Mr. Coulter reported this Agreement was unanimously approved by the Peoria Park District which 
allows construction of either design. 
 
Update: Feedback from Public Informational Meeting held on April 7, 2011 
 
Mr. Coulter reported they were pleased with the turnout – 76 attendees – at this meeting at the 
Grande Hotel. Shaw gave a 129-slide presentation addressing the three main criteria: Need, Public 
Health & Safety and Land Use Compatibility/Property Value Impact. PCCL staff was present from 
6:00-9:00p answering questions from and clarifying confusing issues for the public. 
 
Responses to Questions from Sierra Club 
 
This information was included in today’s packet.  
 
Mr. Irving moved to receive and file PDC’s report; seconded by Mr. Morris. 
 

Approved by viva voce vote 
 

ITEM NO. 7 DISCUSSION of LANDFILL NO. 3  
 
Mr. Barber explained in February 2011 the City/County Landfill Committee approved the Landfill 
Expansion Project scope which included the stand-alone design, Citizens’ Convenience Center and 
siting application in order to move forward to Peoria County.  He stated City staff recommends the 
stand-alone design. 
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  A. Design Recommendation by Foth Infrastructure 
 
Mr. Sloan stated Foth recommends the stand-alone design from a strategic standpoint as well as risk 
management. Foth also feels it is a better design overall and has broad community support. While 
Foth is not opposed to the layover design, it’s not needed at this time. The layover design is always 
an option but things can – and will – change within the next 30 years.  PCCL would also have certain 
risk issues with the layover design that they don’t have with the stand-alone. For instance, if a leak 
should ever occur in Landfill No. 2, it would be more cumbersome and costly to repair it if Landfill No. 
3 is piggybacked on it.  Mr. Sloan also stated PDC (PCCL) has met their contractual obligations of 
Stand-alone design, Layover design, Citizens’ Convenience Center and Siting application. 
 
For comparison purposes, Landfill No. 1 has a capacity of 3 million tons (T); Landfill No. 2, 5 million T 
and Landfill No. 3 with the proposed stand-alone design, 10 million T.   
 
  B. Responses to Public Questions/Input 
 
Mr. Bergsten allowed the Public Comment portion of the Agenda to take place here, prior to the 
Committee’s recommendation.  (See comments below under “Citizens’ Opportunity to Address the 
Committee.”) 
 
  C. Committee Recommendation 
 
Landfill Design(s) 
 
Mr. Van Winkle clarified Landfill No. 3 – whether the stand-alone design or the layover design – would 
serve the same area. He also noted it would be financially impossible to operate a “Peoria only” 
landfill. He supports the stand-alone design. 
 
Mr. Bergsten also noted that if recycling efforts in the community are increased successfully, the 
actual capacity of waste in the landfill would decrease accordingly.  There’s been some public 
concern regarding aquifers in the area but Kickapoo Creek Road and the area across from Keystone 
are aquifers. The stand-alone design also makes the assumption of Waste Management’s contract a 
moot point. 
 
Mr. Spain thanked City and County staff and all parties involved – including the public – for their 
efforts throughout this lengthy process. However, the Committee continues to have serious operations 
problems with Landfill No. 2 and invited the public to work with the Committee to resolve this. He also 
encouraged recycling efforts throughout the community and will be supporting the stand-alone design. 
 
Mr. Morris expressed his appreciation to PDC for their thorough and transparent work, as well as that 
of their consultants and City and County staff throughout this process.  
 
Mr. Akers stated as a County representative, he was pleased a local company was selected and will 
be supporting the stand-alone design. 
 
Ms. Scott-Pearson also thanked PDC, City and County staff, the Committee and especially Chairman 
Bergsten for the hard work involved on this project. She agreed help is needed with regard to Landfill 
No. 2 and thanked the public for their interested and taking the time to attend today’s meeting. 
 
Mr. Coulter thanked everyone for the opportunity and looks forward to pursuing the stand-alone 
design (which was in their original proposal).  
 
Mr. Morris moved to approve the stand-alone design concept, which includes the Citizens’ 
Convenience Center design and the required siting application; seconded by Ms. Scott-Pearson. 
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 Motion passed unanimously via Roll Call vote: 
 
 Yeas – Akers, Bergsten, Irving, Morris, Scott-Pearson, Spain, Van Winkle – 7 
 Nays – 0 
 
Mr. Coulter thanked the Committee for selecting PCCL for this process and is pleased with the 
Committee’s vote, which was originally recommended in PCCL’s proposal. 
    
Citizens’ Convenience Center 
 
No discussion. Once this facility is constructed in 2020, the Household Hazardous Waste area is 
expected to operate on the first Saturday of every month. The recycling drop-off areas will be open 
during Landfill No. 3’s normal operating days and hours. 
 
Siting Application 
 
No discussion.  This is expected to occur on May 18, 2011, at the Peoria County Courthouse. 
 
ITEM NO. 6 REVIEW and APPROVAL of SEYFARTH & SHAW, LLC INVOICE for $3,820.10 
 
Mr. Morris moved to approve said invoice in the amount of $3,820.10; seconded by Mr. Akers. 
 

Approved by viva voce vote.

Joyce Harant – Peoria Families Against Toxic Waste 
 
Ms. Harant thanked the City/County for their attention, hard work and transparency throughout the 
process. She also thanked Foth and PDC for a great application, the openness and forthrightness 
regarding the Citizens’ Convenience Center, which is a wonderful concept. She also agreed with      
Mr. Spain’s assessment regarding Landfill No. 2 and would be more than willing to help, suggesting 
that information regarding the situation be made available to the public. 
 
Joyce Blumenshine – Heart of Illinois Sierra Club 
 
Ms. Blumenshine thanked the Committee for its diligence and thanked Chairman Bergsten for 
allowing the public to participate in the monthly meetings and PDC for their diligence in educating the 
public. Looks forward to the process continuing in the future. 
 
Patricia Melaik – Peoria resident 
 
Ms. Melaik said she’s hopeful Peoria’s recycling efforts will improve. She’s been a recycler since 1975 
and is from Springfield [IL] where recycling is very common and there’s still only one landfill for 
Sangamon County. Landfill and recycling should work together. She volunteered to help the 
Committee with Peoria’s recycling efforts and suggested a sub-Committee be formed to deal 
specifically with recycling issues. 
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Tracy Meints Fox – rural Peoria County, IL 
 
Ms. Fox thanked all parties involved for a state-of-the-art facility. She’s excited about the Citizens’ 
Convenience Center including the Household Hazardous Waste component and applauds Peoria 
City/County for taking the community sentiment into consideration.

BACKGROUND:  The Bureau of Land Permit expires every five years and as such requires an 
application for renewal.  The application summarizes activities and changes concerning the 
Landfill over the last five years.  In addition, monitoring data is reviewed to determine if the 
groundwater impact assessment (GIA) needs to be updated.  Results were consistent with 
previous years. 
 
The current permit expires September 1, 2011; however the renewal application is due 90 days 
prior to the expiration date (June 1, 2011).

ACTION REQUESTED:  No action is required at this time.  This memorandum is presented as 
an update on the Landfill Gas – Electricity (LFGE) Facility at Landfill No. 1.  
 
CURRENT STATE:   Landfill 1 is collecting and flaring approximately 550 cfm of landfill gas 
(LFG) with a methane concentration of 35% at a six inch diameter utility flare.  The low methane 
content at the site is likely caused by two situations, the poor condition of the gas collection and 
control system (GCCS) and the age of waste.  Further improvements and testing are required to 
determine how much gas suitable for engines could be collected.  (Engines work best with 
methane greater than 50% and oxygen less than 1%). 
 
Landfill 2 is collecting and flaring approximately 700 cfm of gas with a methane concentration of 
50%-60% at an eight inch diameter utility flare.  The amount of gas will at least double as time 
progresses and closure is achieved. 
 
Gas rights for Landfill 1 are owned by the City-County.  Gas rights for Landfill 2 owned by WMI.  
Gas rights for the future expansion are owned by PDC. 
 
Our understanding of the City-County Committee’s goals with regard to LFG is: 

1. Compliance with LFG laws and regulations; 
2. Reduce greenhouse gas emissions; 
3. Encourage the beneficial use of LFG, as a resource; 
4. Reduce City-County operating costs; and 
5. Obtain and improve revenue streams from LFG operations, when possible. 

 
These goals have been consistent since the Committee began addressing LFG in the early 
1990’s.  Obviously, the RTC situation at Landfill No. 1 resulted in a failure of these goals, but 
over the past 18 months positive progress has been made.  With Landfill No. 1 gas now being 
entirely in the Committee’s control, decisions can be made which may allow Landfill No. 1 to 
achieve more of the goals.  The following discussion presents options and recommendations.  All 
financial information is very preliminary and provided for illustrative purposes to allow the reader 
to make comparisons between options. 
 
ALTERNATIVES: 
 
Option A – No Change 
 
Compliance could be maintained by continuing to operate the LF1 GCCS and flare, as was 
began in 2010.  The ongoing operation and maintenance cost of Option A is approximately 
$150,000 per year.  The abandoned RTC building and equipment would be cleaned up to 
mitigate the outstanding environmental conditions, such as nearly 100 drums and tanks of waste 
oil, condensate and coolant.  At this time, it is not known what the cost of this clean-up will be or 
whether the salvage value of the equipment will offset the cost.

Option B – Rehabilitate the LFGE Plant and Use LF1 Gas 
 
Preliminary discussions with Altorfer suggest that for approximately $500,000, the plant could be 
rehabilitated and end up with two working engines.  This includes obtaining an operating permit 
from IEPA, since the plant currently has none.  In addition, it is estimated that the GCCS will 
require approximately $250,000 of work to optimize the methane content.  It is expected that part 
of the field will run through the flare and the remainder through the engines.  The operating and 
maintenance cost for the GCCS and flare under this option is assumed to increase to $250,000 
per year.  It is assumed that contract operations for the engine plant are obtained at a rate of 3 
cents per kw-hr ($180,000 per year). The annual cost of this option will be $525,000 to $600,000 
per year, depending on how the $750,000 initial cost is amortized. 
 
It is assumed that under this option, only one engine will be under continuous operation.  At an 
electricity sale rate of $0.05 per kw-hr, the gross revenue would be $300,000 per year.  The net 
is a cost of $225,000 to $300,000 per year.

Option C – Rehabilitate Plant and Buy LF2 Gas 
 
Similar to Option B, two engines would be upgraded.  LF1 GCCS would be improved, but there 
would be less need to continue its optimized performance, since LF2 will provide plenty of gas.  
A header connecting LF2 to the plant will be required.  It is assumed that the total initial cost for 
this option is $1,000,000.  The annual LF1 GCCS costs are assumed to stay at $150,000 per 
year.  The contracted plant O&M cost would be $360,000 per year, assuming a 2 engine 
operation and 3 cents per kw-hr.  It is assumed that LF2 gas is purchased at a rate of 6% of the 
gross sales, and 75% of the gas comes from LF2, yielding an annual cost of $27,000.  The total 
annual cost is $670,000 to $770,000, depending on how the initial costs are amortized.  The net 
cost for this Option is $70,000 to $170,000 per year.  Under this option, additional engines could 
be added to take care of the additional gas produced by LF2 as time progresses.  Additional 
engines would improve the financial condition slightly, possible to the point of breaking even 
under all these assumptions.

RECOMMENDATIONS: 
 
This analysis is based on high level assumptions, due to the number of unknowns.  It does allow 
the committee to develop a strategy with some confidence, based on the comparisons.  The 
primary findings are: 

• The cost to the committee for LF1 LFG compliance at this point is a reasonable 
approach. 

• Repairing the LFGE plant for LF1, only, is more costly than the current operation. 
• LF1 gas by itself does not have a positive value. 
• Combining LF1, LF2 and LF3 (future expansion) gas provide the best opportunity for a 

positive financial performance.  During the next 10 to 15 years, only LF2 gas will be 
available for a facility wide LFGE plant (besides LF1 gas). 

 
The recommended course of action during the near term is: 

• Continue the LF1 GCCS and Flare operation; 
• Conduct the necessary actions to clean-up the existing LFGE Plant; and 
• At the appropriate time, issue a RFP for LF1 Gas Rights and the existing LFGE Plant.  A 

successful proposer under this scenario may reduce the cost of LF1 compliance to the 
Committee (currently $150,000 per year) to zero.  Positive revenues may be possible, but 
not likely.

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FARM LEASE 

 
This Lease is entered into this          day of May 2011, between, City of Peoria, an Illinois 

Municipal Corporation, the County of Peoria, a Body Politic and Corporate, in joint tenancy by 
and through Joint City/County Solid Waste Committee (Landlord), and Roger Beecher and 
Kiley Beecher of Beecher Farms, 2511 North McAllister Road, Hanna City, Illinois 61536 
(Tenant). 
 

TERM OF LEASE: This lease shall be in effect for a period of two (2) years, from May 
1, 2011 to April 30, 2013. 
 

A. PROPERTY: 
The Landlord hereby leases to the Tenant, to occupy and use for agricultural-
related purposes only, the following described property: 

 
17.3 acres in Section 35, Northeast 1/4; 3.8 acres in Section 25, Northwest 1/4, 
south of Cottonwood Road, both in Rosefield Township combined consisting of 
21 acres, more or less. 

 
B. DEFINITIONS: 

 1. Crops include pastures. 
 2. The Farm Manager shall be the Landlord’s authorized representative on all 

matters herein. 
 

C. PROPERTY RIGHTS: 
1. The Tenant has all rights to use the farm and buildings therein for agricultural 

production as specified below. 
 

2. Right of Entry.  The Landlord reserves the right of itself, its agents, its 
employees, or its assignees to enter the farm at any reasonable time for 
purposes of consultation with the Tenant, to make repairs, improvements, and 
inspections, and to develop mineral resources.  Where practicable, the 
Landlord will develop mineral resources and/or conduct mining operations in 
a manner so as to leave this lease arrangement unaffected.  However, the 
Landlord reserves, at its option, the right to terminate this lease if, in the 
Landlord’s discretion, this lease interferes with or does not permit the 
development of mineral resources and/or mining operations.  In the event 
notice of termination of the lease is given so that the Landlord may develop 
mineral interests and/or conduct mining operations, Tenant agrees that he 
shall cease all use of and operations on the property and shall remove himself 
and all of his personal property within thirty (30) days of the notice of said 
termination of the lease. 
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3. The Landlord reserves the right to develop and lease the land for mineral 
exploration or production and to grant rights-of-way for roads, pipelines, 
power lines, etc.  Fair market value will be paid to the Tenant for all crops 
damaged. 

 
4. Transfer of Farm.  If the Landlord should sell, assign, or otherwise transfer 

title to the farm, it will do so subject to the provisions of this lease. 
 
5. Heirs and Successors.  The term of this lease shall be binding upon the heirs, 

executors, administrators, and successors of both the Landlord and Tenant in 
like manner as upon the original parties. 

 
6. Additional agreements regarding property rights: 
 Subleasing of this property shall result in immediate cancellation of lease. 

 
D. LAND USE: 

1. Land Use.  Except when mutually agreed otherwise, land suitable for crop 
production shall be used for that purpose. 

 
2. The Tenant will comply at all times with all requests and directions made and 

issued by the Farm Manager, which include providing the Farm Manager with 
all information necessary to complete any and all inventories and reports. 

 
E. IMPROVING, CONSERVING, AND MAINTAINING THE FARM: 
 To improve the farm, conserve its resources, and maintain it in a high state of 

cultivation, the two parties agree as follows: 
 

1. Good Husbandry.  The Tenant will operate the farm in an efficient and 
husband-like way, will do the plowing, seeding, cultivating, and harvesting in 
a manner that will conserve the Landlord’s property.  The Tenant will control 
soil erosion as completely as practicable.  The Tenant will also turn under or 
remove crop residue in keeping with good cultivable procedures. 

 
2. Damage and Waste.  The Tenant will not commit waste on or damage to the 

farm and will use due care to prevent others from so doing. 
 
3. Maintenance of Improvements.  The Tenant will keep the buildings, fences, 

and other improvements on the farm in as good repair and condition as they 
were when he took possession; ordinary wear and tear, depreciation or 
unavoidable destruction excepted.  The Tenant will also keep the weeds cut or 
destroyed in the fields, farmstead, roadside and fencerows.  Further, Tenant 
will, at a minimum, annually mow all grasses, weeds, and so forth during the 
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months of July and August and will perform all other tasks required to keep 
the farm presentable. 

 
4. Materials and Labor. The Tenant shall be responsible for all labor and 

materials required for maintenance and repairs. All repairs must be approved 
by Landlord in advance, except in an emergency. 

 
5. Add Improvements.  The Tenant will not, without written consent of the 

Landlord: 
 

a) Erect or permit to be erected on the farm any non-removable structure 
or building, or 

b) Incur any expense to the Landlord for such purpose, or 
c) Add electrical wiring, plumbing, or heating to any building and if 

consent is given, he will make such additional meet standards and 
requirements of power and insurance companies. 

 
6. Conservation Structures.  The Tenant will keep in good repair all open ditches 

and inlets and outlets of the drains, preserve all established watercourses or 
ditches, and refrain from any operation or practice that will injure them. 

 
7. Removable Improvements.  Minor improvements of a temporary or removable 

nature that do not mar the condition or appearance of the farm may be made 
by the Tenant at his own expense.  The Tenant may, at any time this lease is in 
effect or within thirty (30) days after termination of this lease, remove such 
improvements provided he leaves in good condition that part of the farm from 
which they are removed. 

 
8. Compensation for Damages.  When the Tenant leaves the farm, he will pay 

the Landlord reasonable compensation for any damages to the farm for which 
the Tenant is responsible. 

 
9. Tenant shall not do any fall or winter plowing with a moldboard type plow.  

Tenant may do fall or winter plowing with a chisel type plow. 
 

10. Should there be any fence problems between the City of Peoria/County of 
Peoria-owned land and adjoining landowners, Tenant must furnish labor to 
build the fence and the City of Peoria/County of Peoria will furnish the 
materials. 

 
11. Tenant shall pay all costs associated with applying lime to the property, 

including but not limited to testing, cost of lime and application of lime. 
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F. NON-PARTNERSHIP: 
 This lease does not give rise to a partnership.  Neither party shall have the right to 

bind the other in any way without written consent signed by both parties. 
 
G. RENTAL RATE: 
 The rental rate for the 21 Acres shall be at $100.00 per acre per year for a total of 

twenty-one hundred dollars ($2100.00) per year.  PAYMENT DUE NOVEMBER 1 
OF EACH YEAR. 

 
H. DEFAULT: 
 If the Tenant shall default in making any payments or in the performance of any 

obligations hereunder, including but not limited to compliance with all requests and 
directions made and issued by the Farm Manager, then Landlord shall have the right 
to immediately terminate this lease.  In the event of termination of the lease under this 
provision, Tenant shall immediately remove from the farm himself and all of his 
possessions.  Such termination and removal shall in no way excuse Tenant from 
performance of any responsibilities or obligations occurring prior to the termination. 

 
I. INDEMNITY AND INSURANCE: 

Tenant agrees to defend and to indemnify the City of Peoria, the County of Peoria, 
and Joint City/County Solid Waste Committee, their employees, officers, and 
officials and hold them harmless from, for and in respect of any liability, damages, 
claims, demand or expenses (including but not limited to Court costs, reasonable 
attorney fees, and other costs of defense) arising out of or in consequence of any 
operation in any way related to the use of the leased property described in this lease. 
 
Tenant acknowledges that the City of Peoria and County of Peoria do not insure any 
buildings or the contents thereof or any personal property located on the leased 
premises. 
 
Tenant agrees that he will purchase, at his own expense, such insurance as he feels 
necessary to protect his own personal property located on the leased premises. 
 
Tenant hereby waives any claims or demands of whatsoever nature against the City of 
Peoria, County of Peoria, and Joint City/County Solid Waste Committee, their 
employees, officers, and officials for any damages sustained to Tenant’s personal 
property. 

 
Tenant hereby waives any claims or demands of whatsoever nature against the City of 
Peoria, County of Peoria, and Joint City/County Solid Waste Committee, their 
employees, officers and officials for any licenses or permits for entering upon the 
leased premises and agrees to hold the City of Peoria, County of Peoria and Joint 
City/County Solid Waste Committee, their employees, officers and officials harmless 
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from any and all claims or demands of whatsoever kind and nature and from injuries 
or damages to the person or property of any person entering upon the leased premises, 
whether as a social guest, business invitee or employee or Tenant. 

 
J. ASSIGNMENT OR SUBLETTING: 

Tenant agrees not to sell, assign, mortgage, pledge or in any manner transfer this 
lease or any estate or interest thereunder and not to sublet the leased premises or any 
part or parts thereof, without the previous written consent of the Landlord in each 
instance.  Consent by the Landlord to one assignment of this lease or to one subletting 
of the leased premises shall not be a waiver of Landlord’s rights under this paragraph 
as to any subsequent assignment or subletting. 

 
K. TENANT’S ASSUMPTION OF LIABILITY: 

Tenant agrees to assume any and all liability resulting from the condition of the 
premises, including injury to the property or person of the Lessee, his, her or their 
family members, employees, invitees, licensees or trespassers during the term of this 
Lease.  The assumption of liability by the Tenant is premised on the fact that the 
parties have conducted a diligent search of the premises and that the Tenant, except as 
otherwise, knows no latent defects identified. 

 
L. REAL ESTATE TAXES: 

Tenant agrees to pay any real estate taxes, which become due on the premises.
