Zone assets, that led to the zone designation, included
established neighborhood organizations, existing
infrastructure which could be repaired or improved, an
established housing stock and base of homeownership,
and various community services. The Zone process
involved a series of public meetings which resulted in the
creation of a plan unique to the Glen Oak Zone.
