This project provides for the design, right-of-way acquisition, and construction of the Sheridan Triangle Form Base 
District.  The improvement complies with the adopted Land Development Code.

As approved in 2007 the Land Development Code defined four areas for infrastructure improvements.  These areas 
are Prospect Road, Sheridan Triangle Business District, West Main Street and the Warehouse District.  The Sheridan 
Business District includes the area on Sheridan from McClure Avenue to Hansler Place.  The initial master plan for 
the Sheridan Triangle Business District Roadway Enhancement was completed in 2008.  The next phase on this 
project will be to design construction plans for the desired alternative and purchase the necessary right-of-way.  Upon 
completion of the construction plans and the purchase of the right-of-way this project will be constructed in one 
construction season.  There will be some additional operating expense added due to the increase in public open 
space and green area.
