MINUTES

Mr. Van Winkle moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Peoria City/County Landfill Committee
Meeting held on September 28, 2011; seconded by Ms. Scott-Pearson.

Approved by viva voce vote.
AGENDA ITEMS

ITEM NO.1. REPORT from FOTH INFRASTRUCTURE & ENVIRONMENT, LLC

A. Special Waste approvals as needed
Mr. Alwan presented two profiles: (1) Caterpillar Trail Public Water District [Sandblasting waste]. This
is a one-time event, approximately 100 T, requiring Committee approval. (2) PMP Fermentation
Products, Inc. [Outdated flame retardant materials] also a one-time event of approximately 600 Ibs.
which was administratively approved. No technical objections.
Mr. Spain moved to approve these two permit applications as outlined; seconded by Mr. Morris

Approved by viva voce vote

B. Permit Approvals as needed
Mr. Barber’'s signature is required for an IEPA report on the corrective action measures regarding
methane exceedences at Well GMD2. Since Foth implemented the corrective action measures, there

have been zero exceedences. This report is due to IEPA by November 1%

While Foth doesn’'t anticipate any other reports between now and the November meeting, they
respectfully request permission to seek Mr. Barber’s administrative approval if the need should arise.

Mr. Van Winkle approved Foth’s reported; seconded by Mr. Akers.

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C. Landfill gas — Electricity Facility Update

Mr. Alwan reported their electrician met with Ameren on site and the cost estimate is in progress.
Clean up [of the building] should occur within the next week or two.

The condensate vault was pumped down, but the tank repair wasn't done due to the extra costs
involved; however, Mr. Alwan said this does not appear to be outside the scope of Foth’s budget. Foth
is looking into alternate methods to handle the leaking tank.

Mr. Morris moved to approve Foth Infrastructure’s report; seconded by Mr. Spain.
Approved by viva voce vote.
ITEMNO.2 DAMPROJECT UPDATE

Mr. Giebelhausen reported the new approach and re-design concept has been submitted to DNR for
their approval. If approval is received, then will develop quantity and cost estimate at that time.

ITEM NO.3 LANDFILL BUDGET DISCUSSION
A. Approve Proposed 2012 Budget

Mr. Barber explained a discrepancy was found regarding the account from which [Seyfarth] legal bills
were being paid which has since been corrected. The total amount paid for legal services this year
was $10,052.35, which is less than originally estimated.

Currently it appears the Landfill is on target for 323,000 T of waste which will equate to approximately
$240,000 over budget for 2011. The decrease in refuse continues to impact the bottom line.

Mr. Barber presented seven (7) possible budget scenarios for consideration. Any Agreement change
(increase in host fee, etc.) would need to be approved by the City Council and County Board.
Discussion was had that it's difficult to target the best scenario until the financial responsibility of the
dam project is determined.

Mr. Bergsten suggested that a range be incorporated, including a CPI escalator, in a newly-negotiated
Agreement with Waste Management regarding Host Fees to avoid having to repeat this effort if
necessary. He also cautioned the Committee needs to anticipate other future expenses besides the
dam project.

Mr. Barber cautioned that Cell No. 3 doesn’t come on board for another either (8) to nine (9) years but
our financial needs are clearly more urgent. He also noted RTC was in line to take care of some of
these expenses, but their failure to comply has put the burden on the Peoria City/County Landfill
Committee.

Mr. Van Winkle commented that, in hindsight, the contract for Landfill No. 1 wasn't ideal regarding the
post-closure expenses into perpetuity, RTC bought the Committee some time until that went south,
Landfill No. 2 helped some and Landfill No. 3 will, eventually, help considerably, but there’s no quick
fix. Mr. Barber added that taking no action will still result in the Committee losing $400,000.

Mr. Morris moved to approve the proposed 2012 budget as presented; seconded by Mr. Van Winkle.
Approved by viva voce vote.
It was decided the remaining budget issue, especially as it relates to the proposed scenarios and

possible re-negotiation with Waste Management regarding the Host Fee should remain on the
Agenda until a resolution is found.
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ITEM NO.4 REPORT from WASTE MANAGEMENT, INC.
A. Monthly Activity Report

Mr. Matheny reviewed the Monthly report, noting the waste stream is about the same and he expects
2012 to be much the same as 2011. No discussion.

B. Permit Approvals as needed
Waste Management doesn’t anticipate any permit requests before the November meeting but
respectfully asks the Committee to allow administrative approval of permits by Mr. Barber contingent
upon Foth review and approval.
Mr. Spain moved to approve Waste Management's report; seconded by Mr. Akers.

Approved by viva voce vote.

ITEMNO.6 REPORT from PEORIA DISPOSAL CO.

A. Peoria County Staff Supplemental Report
Mr. Coulter distributed copies of the Supplemental Peoria County Staff Report for the Local Siting
Approval Application which was developed after the 30-day public comment waiting period. He
referenced the Special Conditions portions on pages 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8, stating PCCL does not have any

compliance issues with any of them.

B. Recommendation and Findings from Peoria County Site Hearing
Committee

Copies of the Proposed Findings of Fact and Recommendations were distributed to show the edits
made, specifically page 4, again emphasizing the details incorporated to protect the Peoria
City/County Landfill with which PCCL is agreeable. He emphasized the Committee has become more
empowered in this process and that changes could only occur when the owners and operators
(PCCL) concur. The proposed Findings of Fact were unanimously approved by the Siting Hearing
Committee.

C. Peoria County Board decision: November 10, 2011
The Peoria County Board will vote on these two documents at their November meeting.
He also noted Peoria County is preparing to update its Special Solid Waste Management Plan and
this [Landfill Expansion siting] process has set it up very well for community improvement and how to

handle waste in this region.

Mr. Barber suggested this item be put on the Agenda after the first of the year [2012] so the
Committee can be kept current regarding its status.

Assuming no appeal is made, PCCL will make their payment to the City/County by the end of
December 2011 as proposed.

Mr. Van Winkle moved to approve PDC'’s report; seconded by Mr. Morris.

Approved by viva voce vote.
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UNFINISHED BUSINESS

None.

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Barber reported there are currently 7,212 recycling participants (out of 40,000 residents), which
doesn’t include stacked condominiums. PDC recently sent a 14,000 piece mailing to the Tuesday and
Wednesday route residents (their slowest days) offering a FREE recycling toter and a contest for a
$1,000 Visa card, but the response was minimal.

There was a press conference on October 18" announcing the CBD recycling containers sponsored
by Keep Peoria Beautiful. They are placed next to the trash cans in an effort to encourage the public
to recycle.

Ms. Scott-Pearson mentioned Eric Shangraw is visiting area schools to talk to the students about
recycling in hopes they will take the information home to their parents.

Ms. Joyce Harant [PFATW] — She suggested educating individuals in the various neighborhoods to
influence their neighbors.
