Council Chambers, Peoria, Illinois, January 17, 2006, a City Council Meeting was held this date at 6:18 P.M., at City Hall, Council Chambers, 419 Fulton Street, Mayor Jim Ardis presiding.

Mayor Ardis requested a moment of silent prayer or silent reflection, and he then led the Pledge of Allegiance.   

COMMENTS Regarding Recovery of SHERIFF MIKE McCOY and ELMWOOD COMMUNITY UNIT SCHOOL DISTRICT 322 SUPERINTENDENT TOM KAHN Following Their Accident 

Mayor Ardis explained that Sheriff McCoy and Superintendent Kahn had been involved in an accident as they were running along Sterling Avenue, near Northwoods Mall, and they were both struck by a pick-up truck.  He said both men were hospitalized and were recovering from their injuries.  He granted privilege of the Floor to Deputy Sheriff Joe Needham.
Deputy Sheriff Joe Needham read a brief statement from Sheriff McCoy thanking Police Chief Settingsgaard, the men and women of the Peoria Police Department, Fire Chief Roy Modglin, members of the Peoria Fire Department, ECC Manager Dave Tuttle and City of Peoria Dispatchers, Mr. Andrew Rand and his staff at Advanced Medical Support for the assistance provided at the scene of the accident he was involved in.  Deputy Sheriff Needham stated that doctors expected Sheriff McCoy to recover and be able to participate in the August St. Jude Run.  
Mayor Ardis thanked Deputy Sheriff Needham for his comments and he said the City Council and the City of Peoria extended their best wishes for a speedy recovery for both Sheriff McCoy and Superintendent Kahn.

PRESENTATION by MR. JIM McCONOUGHEY of the ECONOMIC 
DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL FOR CENTRAL ILLINOIS Regarding EDC's ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES.
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Hearing no objections, Mayor Ardis granted Privilege of the Floor to Mr. Jim McConoughey.
Mr. Jim McConoughey, President of EDC and Heartland Partnership, distributed an EDC Reorganization Transition Timeline, EDC Organization Structure Task Force and Executive Committee Recommendation, and information regarding Continuous Improvement Series to all members of the City Council.  He discussed EDC activities over the past six months, and he said the EDC had not been reorganized in its 35 years of existence.  He said a strategic planning group and an organized group of people from the community reviewed the EDC’s operations and Board structure. He referred to the proposed EDC Organization Structure and he discussed the recommendation for the EDC Board of Directors, EDC Advisory Committee, and the EDC Investor Network.  He said the goal was to have all the entities, who were connected with local economic development, discuss how economic development would best be conducted in this region.
Mr. McConoughey further discussed economic development in the area and a capital project survey showed there was approximately $550 million worth of projects in various levels of activities, some of which were related. He said this was a significant amount of expansion in commercial development, which was unprecedented for this region. He further discussed projections for the future and different projects EDC had been involved in.  He said there had also been significant growth in small business activities.  He further discussed EDC’s expansion service, which had been offered over the past few years that had done extraordinarily well. He explained this was a service where retired executives of the community met and mentored small businesses in the community.  
Mr. McConoughey stated he appreciated the working relationship EDC had with the City Council and others in the region.  He said their relationship with the City’s Economic Development Department had grown significantly.  He said he supported the idea of working and planning together for a better future for all in the community.  He said a successful Economic Development Program would result in gainful employment for generations to come.  
Mayor Ardis thanked Mr. McConoughey for his presentation and comments.
