APPENDIX B of the Code of the City of Peoria Relating to Zoning for Various Text Adjustments Regarding Home Occupations that Would Not Require a Permit, but Shall be Subject to Requirements Governing Home Occupations: Computer Operation, Instruction in Music, Sewing Machine Operation, Telephone Operation, Typing, and Writing.
Council Member Sandberg expressed concern regarding the use of amplified instruments and noise disturbances created by the comings and goings of the music students and the negative impact this would have on the neighborhood. 

Assistant Director Black explained that the music teachers would be limited to a maximum of eight students per a twenty-four our period, which should help alleviate some of the noise created by the students arriving and departing.   

Following clarification that this Ordinance only waived the permit fee and did not change the previously adopted Ordinance, which allowed music teachers to have eight students per day, Council Member Morris moved to approve the Ordinance amending Appendix B of the Code of the City of Peoria relating to zoning for various text adjustments regarding Home Occupations that would not require a permit, but shall be subject to requirements governing Home Occupations: Computer Operation, Instruction in Music, Sewing Machine Operation, Telephone Operation, Typing, and Writing; seconded by Council Member Turner.
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Council Member Gulley pointed out that the sound system of modern day amplified drum sets could be controlled, and he expressed concern that teachers would be limited to utilizing modern day equipment in their music instructions.  

City Manager Randy Oliver explained that a permit would be required if music teachers chose to use amplified equipment. 

In response to Council Member Spears, Corporation Counsel Randy Ray said the amended Ordinance did not override the existing noise ordinance and all parties would need to comply with the noise ordinance.

Following some comments, Council Member Spears moved to approve only the four vehicles that used E-85 fuel and requested a report back regarding what type of vehicles could be substituted for the remaining eighteen vehicles that would be purchased; seconded by Council Member Sandberg. 

Mayor Ardis suggested that Director of Public Works Steve Van Winkle provide the Council with further information regarding whether or not there was a potential to substitute the remaining eighteen vehicles for those that used E-85 fuel.  

Director Van Winkle suggested that Fleet Superintendent Mike Caruso address the Council regarding this issue.

Fleet Superintendent Mike Caruso said because of the high cost of equipment and vehicles charged by local business, the City had gone through the State of Illinois Joint Purchasing Procurement Program for the past thirty-two years, and did not have any control over the bids that were sent out to Illinois vendors.  He explained that this year Ford Motor Company was given the bid for eighteen of the twenty-two vehicles.  He said Ford offered the E-85 flex fuel engines in two models, of which the City had 9 on order, and Ford Motor hoped to have more available in 2007. 
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In response to Mayor Ardis, Mr. Caruso said he was unaware of any similar vehicles that were available to replace the eighteen vehicles outside of the contract with the State that would fit into the ethanol scenario.  

Director Van Winkle said Staff would research what was available in other models that would conform to the City’s specifications that would offer the E-85 fuel options and bring those options back to the Council that would include non-State bidding to determine what the comparatives would be. 

Council Member Spears further requested to include comparisons in the State bidding process.  

Council Member Sandberg said the felt this would be an opportunity to work with local businesses, and also send a message to Springfield encouraging them to become more sensitive and responsive to the use of vehicles that used E-85 fuel.   

In response to Council Member Nichting, Fleet Superintendent Caruso explained that the cut off dates for replacing the vehicles was May 15, 2006, and June 1, 2006, and he said, after those dates, 2006 vehicles could no longer be ordered.   

Council Member Nichting suggested that this information be included in the next communication to remind the Council of those cut off dates.  

In response to Council Member Grayeb, Director Van Winkle said Staff did not research this issue further because up until tonight, the City Council had never indicated they would choose to go outside the State bid package regarding the purchase of equipment.

City Manager Oliver pointed out that pricing received from local vendors would not be as competitive as the priced obtained under the State bid.

Director Van Winkle stated that four of the vehicles would be used by the Police Department.  

Motion to approve only the four vehicles that used E-85 fuel and requested a report back regarding what type of vehicles could be substituted for the remaining eighteen vehicles that would be purchased  was approved by roll call vote.
