In discussion with Director Landes, Council Member Gulley determined that original boundaries in the Plan were done by Mr. Duany, and Staff had no knowledge of the basis for those boundaries.

She said, as a result, various Neighborhood Associations were separated. In response to Council Member Morris, City Engineer Gene Hewitt explained that a letter had been sent to the Planning Commission regarding the concerns of property owners residing South of Liberty Village regarding the residential clustered development.   He said Staff had met with Mr. Mullen from Liberty Village to discuss erosion control and runoff from this site.  He explained that Mr. Mullen was informed that once the property was under construction, the developer’s contractor   that holds the storm water and erosion control permit would be responsible for issues on the site.  He continued that after completion of the project, the owner of the complex, or the Homeowners Association was responsible for maintaining those improvements.  Mr. Hewitt said he suggested that Mr. Mullen contact the City Inspector and discuss additional concerns that might develop during construction.  
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Council Member Morris moved to grant Privilege of the Floor to Mr. Orville Mullen; seconded by Council Member Grayeb.
Hearing no objections, Temporary Chairman Nichting granted Privilege of the Floor to Mr. Orville Mullen.

Mr. Orville Mullen, President of the Liberty Village Homeowners Association, explained that a majority of the thirty homeowners units bordered on Frye’s crossing.  He said the owner of Lot 7 where the cluster homes were being built, was responsible for the water shed, which routed drainage from the Northeast corner of Frye’s crossing.  He said not all drains had been connected, and there was considerable erosion from Frye’s crossing into that water shed and the adjacent bypass which emptied into a drain that ran underneath Flagstone Drive and into a detention pond.  He said he would like this concern to be addressed.  He said the existing berm that was built was supposed to be landscaped, which had had not yet been done, and was being eroded by rainfall.  He inquired what method the City would use to supervise the owner of Lot 7 to assure that the water shed would be maintained, and how the City would deal with the erosion problem.   
City Engineer Hewitt explained that the City had one person who was required to inspect a large number of properties.  He said the homeowner’s association would ultimately be responsible for erosion control.  He said currently, the City had no mechanism in place to follow through to ensure the maintenance and operation regarding erosion.  Mr. Hewitt said the overall issue dealing with storm water and erosion control in this particular development would rest with the storm water and erosion control permit that the contractor was required to obtain from the City, in addition to an erosion control plan that had to be adhered to by all contractors.  
Council Member Morris suggested deferring this item until all the concerns of the homeowners association had been addressed.  

In discussion with Director Landes regarding a deferral, Temporary Chairman Nichting determined that the developers were eager to begin construction, and that some safeguards were put in place when the annexation agreement for that area was approved.  
Temporary Chairman Nichting said if this item was approved, he requested a report back regarding the issues addressed by Liberty Village residents and direct Staff to follow through to ensure these issues could be resolved.  
Engineer Hewitt suggested that Mr. Mullen contact Ms. Jane Gerdes in the Public Works Department and discuss the concerns, and he said he would provide an update in the City Manager’s Issues.  
In response to Council Member Sandberg, Engineer Hewitt pointed out that the City had a permit with EPA that stated the specific requirements that needed to be followed. City Manager Randy Oliver gave a brief summary of the five options that were listed for Council’s consideration.  He said the City had been without General Liability for fifteen years, and if the City was presented with a large liability claim, the money would come out of the General Fund.  He explained the process involved in obtaining insurance coverage, and he said he recommended the approval of Option “A”, which was the purchase of insurance that provided for a self insured retention of $500,000 with an annual premium of $333,960 that included catastrophic physical damage on vehicles of $100,000
Council Member Grayeb moved to approve the purchase of various insurance coverage levels to include General Liability, Employee Benefits Liability, Law Enforcement Liability, Public Entity Management Liability, Employment Practices Liability, Auto Liability, and an Excess Umbrella of $4,000,000 through Mesirow Financial, as outlined, and approve Option “A”. which consisted of a self insured retention of $500,000 with an annual premium of $333,960 that included catastrophic physical damage on vehicles of $100,000; seconded by Council Member Turner.
In response to Council Member Sandberg, City Manager Oliver explained there was approximately $50,000 difference between Option “A” and Option “B”.  He said he recommended Option “A” because he felt the difference in the premium amount between $500,000 and $1 million was advantageous to the City.   
Council Member Sandberg said he felt the Council needed to have additional discussion regarding the public policy implications pertaining to the City’s responsibility as to the amount of risk the City should take in the event of a catastrophic disaster.  
Council Member Jacob inquired why the City could not bid out to other brokers.  
City Manager Oliver said the City could bid out, but the difficulty was the City had been adjudicating its own claims for the last fifteen years.  He said the City hired outside counsel to handle some claims, and the City’s legal staff handled some claims.   He said most insurance 
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companies required valid documentation regarding claims data and experience.  He explained some of the negotiation factors that would need to be considered.  He said one of the major issues 

was the City wanted to continue adjudicating their own claims under $500,000, and some insurance companies had a tendency to settle claims below that limit because it wouldn’t have a financial impact on their company.   He said Option “A” would allow the City to adjudicate their own claims under the limits of the policy.   He pointed out that when the City had acquired valid claims data and experience, the bidding process would be less complex in the future.     
Council Member Jacob said he felt it would be in the best interest of the taxpayers for the City to obtain insurance quotes from other insurance companies in an effort to provide the City with the best coverage available.  He said he would support Option “D”, which would allow the City to bid out for insurance coverage without the broker assignment, which did not preclude Mesirow from participating.  
City Manager Oliver pointed out that without a broker assignment, insurance companies would be allowed to work with any broker or agent of their choosing.  
Council Member Van Auken said she felt approving this item tonight would be premature.  She said she felt the Council needed to meet with the City’s risk manager and discuss an acceptable risk assessment.   She said she also agreed that more companies should participate in the bidding process.

City Manager Oliver suggested if the Council elected to bid this item, he suggested they bid using coverage levels of $500,000, $1 million and $2 million self insured retentions, which he felt would cover the various exposures.   He further explained that this item had been bid out to four different firms at various levels of coverage, and Mesirow was the broker in all four cases.  
Council Member Turner said he felt if the City went without liability coverage for an extended period, the taxpayers’ dollars would be at risk.    
Council Member Manning stated that the City had requested a study be performed by McCabe Consulting to assess the needs of the City, and they had selected Mesirow as the broker.  He moved to grant Privilege of the Floor for Mr. Mike McCabe; seconded by Council Member Morris.  

Hearing no objections, Temporary Chairman Nichting granted Privilege of the Floor to Mr. McCabe.

Mr. Mike McCabe, 3213 W. Prince George Court, President of McCabe’s Consulting, said he contacted Corporation Counsel Randy Ray and offered to assist the City with the process of facilitating insurance for the City.  He said because of the strong involvement Mesirow had in the Peoria area, he felt they would be interested.  He said they agreed to provide quotes regarding various levels of coverage and premiums for the City without compensation.  He said he chose Mesirow because they were the largest privately owned insurance agency in the State of Illinois with an excellent defined public sector section that specifically dealt with insuring cities and other public entities.  He said if the City bid out, they would need to hire another consultant, who would charge a fee.  He pointed out there were very few companies that insured cities.
Council Member Grayeb said he felt it was imperative that the City have liability insurance coverage, and he would be supporting Option “A”.

Following discussion with Corporation Counsel Ray regarding amount of insurance coverage the City had fifteen years ago, Council Member Spears said he felt Option “B” would be in the best interest of the City.  
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In response to Council Member Jacob, Mr. McCabe said he would be willing to assist the City in developing the RFP bid process to include other insurance companies, but he felt that Mesirow was the best qualified to provide adequate coverage for the City. 
Council Member Sandberg said he felt more discussion and focus should be given to public policy questions and understanding of the risk and risk management.
