Council Member Spears requested that No. 1 of the Resolution be amended to read “The City Council calls on the Illinois Department of Transportation to build noise barriers along the east “on” ramp at Sterling Avenue…”  
Council Member Spears also said that a copy of the Summary of Noise Abatement Analysis by IDOT, showing errors in their calculations, was distributed to all members of the Council by a citizen, along with other documents relating to the noise issue pertaining to residents in the area of Bainter Lane, Donna Lane, and Westport Street.  He said the Council also received a copy of Petitions protesting IDOT’s refusal to build a sound barrier to protect the neighborhood adjacent to the east bound entrance ramp of the new I-74 Sterling Interchange bearing 66 signatures.  He requested that the petitions be made part of the permanent record.
Council Member Spears moved to approve a Resolution pertaining to noise barriers on Interstate Route 74, as amended that No. 1 of the Resolution should read “The City Council calls on the Illinois Department of Transportation to build noise barriers along the east “on” ramp at Sterling Avenue…” and that the Petitions protesting IDOT’s refusal to build a sound barrier bearing 66 signatures be made a part of the permanent record; seconded by Council Member Manning.

Council Member Nichting questioned if the Resolution should stipulate that the proposed noise barrier should replicate the existing noise barrier, because he said there were different kinds of noise barriers.
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Council Member Spears agreed and said he would like to have the noise barrier installed that was approved by the Federal government, which would replicate the existing noise barriers in other areas of the City.   

In further discussion, City Manager Oliver suggested adding language to the Resolution that would indicate that the proposed noise barriers should be comparable to what was currently being installed in other areas of the City.

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Council Member Van Auken said, unless there was something unique and technical about a project, she was usually not in favor of hiring consultants.  She said she felt the decision whether or not to add a connecting hotel to the Civic Center expansion project was important to the Civic Center, so she said she felt the Civic Center should fund the study. She said she would support the motion, but she did not want to be presented with a report that contained a pre-conceived opinion.  She said the local hotel industry had a keen interest in the study, so she wanted the study to be objective.

Council Member Sandberg expressed concern regarding the cost of the proposed study, and he said he would not be supporting the motion because there would be no benefit in any decision-making process as to the success or expectations, actual or perceived, that could come about with the construction of an attached hotel to the Peoria Civic Center. 
Following a brief discussion, Council Member Nichting expressed concern that the study would be conducted with a destination in mind.  
Council Member Grayeb said he felt this subject had been studied for many years, but he indicated he would support the motion so that other Council Members could gain answers to their questions. He said he felt the City should not have to provide much economic support because, the City had already done so much to promote the downtown area. 
Mayor Ardis said he hoped there would be a comfort level regarding objectivity and full disclosure on the part of the consultant.  He questioned if this information had been relayed to the consultant. 
City Manager Randy Oliver said there were some who had strong opinions regarding the proposed study, and he felt there would be some who would not be persuaded by the study regardless of its outcome.

Mayor Ardis said he needed more information to validate whether or not to move forward.  He said he felt this study should have been conducted a long time ago, prior to going out for RFQ’s.  He said he did not feel the study had been pre-determined, so he felt the Council would be making a good decision if the motion passed.  He said the Civic Center would be funding the study, even though the consultant was chosen by the City Manager and the City’s Economic Development Director.

Council Member Van Auken moved to approve V.C.3. streamlining the duties of the Fire & Police Commission by: a) Eliminating a Probationary Employee’s Appeal Rights; seconded by Council Member Sandberg.

Council Member Van Auken requested that Fire Chief Roy Modglin address the recommendation and to also comment on an article in the Peoria Journal Star.

Hearing no objections, Mayor Ardis granted Privilege of the Floor to those who wished to address the Council regarding this issue.
Fire Chief Roy Modglin said he and Police Chief Settingsgaard felt the second oral interview of police and fire candidates by the Fire and Police Commission was redundant and it slowed the hiring process considerably.  He said firefighter candidates were given an extensive interview by members of his Staff.  He said he did not sit on the interview panel for hiring firefighters.  He stated the interview panel sent the scores to the Fire and Police Commission and then a second lengthy interview was conducted by the Fire and Police Commission.  
Fire Chief Modglin also stated he felt members of the firefighting staff were best able to interview and make selections regarding who would make the best firefighters.  He said he meant no disrespect to the members of the Fire and Police Commission.  
In discussion with Council Member Van Auken regarding comments made in a Peoria Journal Star article, Fire Chief Modglin discussed a hiring situation which occurred in 1996 that had been reported inaccurately and was brought up again recently in another article.  He explained the hiring process and he pointed out firefighters were hired by the interview panel and the Fire and Police Commission, not the Fire Chief. 
Council Member Grayeb said he did not feel there should be any change in the interview process.

Mr. Jim Wright, Chairman of the Fire and Police Commission, urged the Council not to make any changes in the current procedure regarding the second interview by the Fire and Police Commission.  He said the interview given by the Fire and Police Commission allowed members of the Commission to provide insight to candidates regarding issues that were important to the public.  
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Ms. Lynn Scott Pearson, member of the Fire and Police Commission, said the hiring process for police and fire needed to have checks and balances.  She said she felt members of the community were an intricate part of the process and she urged the Council not to change the process.  
Council Member Van Auken moved to approve streamlining the duties of the Fire & Police Commission by: b) Eliminating the Commission’s Interview of Applicants, with a clear understanding that the Fire and Police Commission’s second separate interview would be eliminated; seconded by Council Member Sandberg.

In further discussion, it was determined that the interviews conducted by the Fire and Police Staff and Human Resources Staff should be combined with the Fire and Police Commission.  She said there had been past problems in the ability of getting Commission members together to conduct interviews, and she indicated it was time-consuming. She said whoever would be available from the Fire and Police Commission to attend the interviews would have the ability to do so.  
Council Member Morris stated he felt the interview process should be kept as it has been in the past.  He said the Fire and Police Commission represented the community and their input should not be removed from this portion of the process.  
Police Chief Settingsgaard said he and Fire Chief Modglin did not object to holding joint interviews with the Fire and Police Commission for the second interview.  He pointed out that candidates were scored in that interview and the number of Fire and Police Commissioners versus the number of Department representatives would alter or weight the score in either direction. After further discussion, he said he would prefer a joint interview process over the process followed in the past. 
Mayor Ardis said there had been an expression of willingness to determine how a joint interview process could be conducted.  He suggested that input from others should also be obtained.  Mayor Ardis suggested that this item be deferred so these issues could be further discussed, and then a recommendation could be brought back to the City Council for their determination.
