Council Member Nichting explained that IDOT’s widening of Knoxville would cause the septic field serving Dunlap State Bank to no longer be usable.  He continued that the City/County Health Department would not allow the installation of another septic field on the remaining site which made it necessary for the bank to be attached to the public sewer, and the Sanitary District stated that this action required annexation of the property to the City.  He said City Staff felt that because of investments made by taxpayers, there should be a requirement for them to attach to the public sewer.

Council Member Nichting further explained that construction of Knoxville Avenue in 2007 would create setbacks and obstacles that would need to be resolved.  He pointed out that City Staff and the Council had consistently opposed any proposed agreement that would allow an abatement of City taxes for a period of time in exchange for the property’s annexation, and he said the facility and property would be assessed by the City and would be paying its full allotment of City taxes as a result of the annexation.

PRESENTATION Regarding the CITY OF PEORIA'S UPDATED WEBSITE.
City Manager Randy Oliver explained that people from outside the City of Peoria usually referred to the City’s website, and he said he felt the proposed updated City website was one the City could be proud of and would attract people to the community.  He said the City had been negotiating with IceCentric to develop the framework before integrating into a complete website.

City Manager Oliver explained some of the features and functions currently being proposed for the updated website.  He said the City’s new website login would be  www.CityofPeoria.us .  He said there would be a new home page with drop down menus by function and the new lead page would allow the public to view the website in English, Spanish, and French.  
City Manager Oliver described some of the enhanced and potential functions of the proposed website, and various methods regarding the ability to support the website in the future.  He said the website would also be designed for broadband.  

City Manager Oliver said the City was proposing to hire two interns from Bradley majoring in the area of computer science to work with departments to assist in the navigation of the website to include the City’s internal documents and provide training to keep the website current.   
City Manager Oliver said on January 9, 2007, Staff would bring forward for Council approval a proposed one-year contract with IceCentric in the amount of $37.50 per month to initiate the website.  He said the City currently had a contract for outside web hosting of hardware and bandwidth support which was necessary to service the website at a cost of $750.00 monthly.
He added the City did not have sufficient in-house staff to manage this service. 
In summary, City Manager Oliver described the scheduled steps that would allow the City to move forward and finalize the updated website so it could be utilized by the community.

In response to Council Member Nichting, City Manager Oliver stated the Staff had secured the domain name for the City of Peoria, Illinois.

In discussion with Council Member Sandberg regarding costs associated with hiring the two Bradley Interns, City Manager Oliver said there would be a cost of $10.00 per hour, and the City had previously budgeted $12,000.000 for this specific purpose.  He said the Council would need to approve service contracts for IceCentric and Bradley on January 9, 2007, to allow the City to move forward with this project.  City Manager Oliver estimated the total cost for this service would be $60,000.00, which included some miscellaneous costs.
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Council Member Morris pointed out the City’s website should include the various aspects and attributes of the community along with official and government information.
In response to Council Member Gulley regarding whether the City received quotes from other vendors to provide this service, City Manager Oliver explained that the City had maintained a current successful relationship with IceCentric, and since IceCentric had written the framework for the City website and were well qualified to perform the required services, the Staff had determined to continue the relationship with IceCentric. 
Council Member Nichting moved to direct Staff to continue to work on the City’s website design and bring forward the necessary support votes for this project in 2007, and to receive and file the presentation regarding the City of Peoria’s updated website; seconded by Council Member

Corporation Counsel Randy Ray distributed a replacement First Amendment to the Rec-Plex Redevelopment Agreement to all members of the City Council.

Council Member Sandberg referred to a portion of the Council communication that stated Sections 9.3 and 9.4 of the agreement provided that usage of parking spaces would be monitored.  He commented that he found no reference to monitoring the parking in the communication attachment.  
Corporation Counsel Randy Ray extended his apologies for the oversight, and read from Section 9.4 which stated that the Park District and the City of Peoria, assuming that all 504 spaces would be utilized, agreed to cooperate and monitor the actual usage of the parking area within the parking site to determine the ratio of Rec-Plex users of the parking area compared to other users of the parking area who are not utilizing the Rec-Plex facilities.  He further stated both parties agreed to adjust downward the number of parking spaces for which the Park District would pay operation reimbursement fees set forth in Section 9.3 based on the comparison of actual Rec-Plex users of the parking area compared to other users of the parking area who were not utilizing the Rec-Plex facilities.  He continued that the parties agreed to work together to develop a methodology for monitoring such usage.
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Council Member Sandberg stated the request to modify the redevelopment agreement and reduce the number of parking spaces from 405 down to 350 would create a loss in revenue of over $7,000.00 from the Park District, and he questioned if that was the intent of the Council communication.
City Manager Oliver confirmed this, and he explained the Park District argued they wanted to compensate the City for the 350 spaces used by Rec-Plex patrons and not pay for the unused spaces.  He said the argument made by the City was unless the unused spaces were utilized by other than Rec-Plex users, the Park District should compensate the City for all 405 spaces.  
In discussion with City Manager Oliver, Council Member Sandberg determined that the City recently received $246,000 that was originally supposed to be paid on a quarterly basis, and he said he felt the Park District had not adhered to the terms of the initial agreement.  He said he would not support a reduction.  
Council Member Sandberg moved to deny the first amendment to the Rec-Plex Redevelopment Agreement with the Peoria Park District; seconded by Council Member Van Auken.  
In response to Council Member Morris, City Manager Oliver said if it was the will of the Council that the Park District should compensate the City for all 405 parking spaces, he would recommend that the City inform the Park District of the Council’s position and proceed with enforcement of the initial agreement and move to adjudicate the contract.  
In discussion between Council Member Nichting and City Manager Oliver, it was determined that if the Council voted not to extend the contract with the Park District, the City would allow sixty days for the Park District to remedy the problem, and after that time, the City could file further action that would best represent the interests of the City.  
Corporation Counsel Randy Ray noted that the Park District was current in their payments through December 2006.   He said if the Council decided not to extend the contract to the Park District, the City would charge rent beginning in January 2007 for the total number of 405 parking spaces based on the CPI, and inform the Park District if they did not pay the required amount by March 31, 2007, the City would send them a default notice. He added that the current contract called for the City to cooperate with the Park District in monitoring the usage of parking spaces by others than Rec-Plex patrons.  
Council Member Gulley expressed concern that the Park District’s request that the City amend a usage requirement was not a standard City policy.   
Council Member Sandberg explained the action before Council was not to change the requirement, but to determine how City would be reimbursed by the Park District for the required amount of 405 parking spaces.   

City Manager Oliver stated that the 405 spaces had been paid for by the Park District through December 31, 2006, and if the Council did not wish to approve the amendment, the Staff would continue to bill the Park District for the 405 parking spaces to be paid on a quarterly basis.

Council Member Nichting commented that several Council Members had voiced some serious questions and concerns, and he said he felt the administration would be in a position to withdraw the request made by the Park District.   

City Manager Oliver recommended that the Council should vote on the issue to determine if the direction taken by Staff was in the best interest of the City.

Requesting Adoption of an ORDINANCE Amending CHAPTER 28 of the Code of the City of Peoria Pertaining to SNOW EMERGENCY PARKING REGULATIONS and a Fee Increase.
Council Member Sandberg expressed concern regarding the issues of removing cars parked on primary and secondary streets during a snow storm and people abandoning their vehicles on streets.  He said he did not feel an increase in fines would solve the problems and he suggested that Staff needed to find a way to resolve these issues.  
Council Member Turner expressed concern that if the Council passed the Ordinance, what methods would be utilized to communicate the information regarding the change in policy. 

City Manager Oliver said the City would place the information on Channel 22, post it on the City’s website, and by media coverage.  He explained it was costing the City more money to tow the vehicles than was being collected in fines.  He said another key issue that was brought to his attention during the last snow storm was that tow trucks were charging premium prices for their services.  
Council Member Van Auken pointed out that signs had been posted along all the City’s snow routes that stated when there were two or more inches of snow, people could not park in that area.  She said she felt the public needed to adhere to this policy.
Council Member Morris said he could support the Ordinance as part of an introspective report on how the City could move forward to prevent a similar incident in the future.  

Council Member Nichting said the snow route signs had been in place since 1999, and he said he felt there would not be a change in the public’s behavior pattern regarding parking during storms until they realized they would be paying a larger fine for violating a City Ordinance.  
In response to Council Member Manning’s inquiry regarding how the City could enforce the Ordinance with respect to tow operators, City Manager Oliver explained the City would need to investigate State Statutes regarding the amount of fees tow operators were allowed to charge for their services.  
Council Member Manning suggested the City relay to the tow operators that if they wished to remain on the City’s rotation list, they would need to follow through with the commitment they had made to the City.

In further discussion with Corporation Counsel Randy Ray, Council Member Manning determined that Section 28.387 of the City Code stated that people who lived on a snow route would be able to park their vehicles on streets not designated as a snow route, with the provision for parking on both sides of the street on alternate days so they would not be in violation if they were parked on the proper side of the street.  
City Manager Oliver added that during a parking ban the City could implement a temporary plan to permit people to park in areas where parking normally would not be allowed.     

Council Member Nichting moved to adopt the Ordinance amending Chapter 28 of the Code of the City of Peoria pertaining to Snow Emergency Parking Regulations and a fee increase as outlined; seconded by Council Member Van Auken.

In response to Council Member Gulley, Corporation Counsel Ray stated there was a $50.00 set fee for snow emergency tow operators.  
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Council Member Gulley stated that Council had requested a Report Back from Staff regarding the issues surrounding the previous snow storm and what needed to be done to resolve the problems.  He said he would like to see the City change and implement a new policy before increasing the fine.   
Council Member Spears said he felt in order to witness a change in peoples’ habits, the City needed to develop a year round plan stating that vehicles should be parked on the north side of the street on even days and the south side of the street on odd days.  He said he would support the Ordinance temporarily, and he suggested the Council discuss a policy that would focus on changing peoples’ parking habits.  He said he also would like to have Staff bring a Report Back to the Council regarding a new parking policy during snow storms.

In response to Council Member Nichting regarding whether or not there was a City Ordinance regarding the length of time a car could be parked in a specific spot before it would be in violation, Corporation Counsel Ray said he would research this issue and report back to the Council.  
Council Member Jacob said he felt this was the first step in providing a solution to the parking ban issue, and he would be supporting the motion.

Tax Revenues Net to PCCA, was the gross H.R.A. minus amounts dedicated to PACVB, ArtsPartners, and Debt Service.  He clarified the annual debt service amount was over $4 million annually.  He described some of the upcoming events scheduled that would increase the event income by 20% in 2007.  He explained that utilities amounted to approximately 70% of the increase for indirect expenses.  He said the Civic Center had confronted some unforeseen obstacles during the snow storm which prevented them from totally removing the snow from the Civic Center parking lots and sidewalk areas.

In response to inquiries from Council Member Sandberg regarding various sections of the Report, Mr. Schoonover explained that the Civic Center had experienced a down concert year in 2006, and were budgeting an increase in 2007 by scheduling various types of concerts that would bring in different amounts of income which would affect an increase in revenue.  Mr. Schoonover further explained that ongoing construction at the Civic Center resulted in a significant loss of revenue from parking facilities.  
Chairman Pro Tem Grayeb said he had requested the Civic Center Authority to provide a structured presentation regarding some of the difficulties they have experienced in 2006, and an update regarding their ongoing construction early in 2007, and allow for healthy discussion pertaining to some of the challenges that needed to be resolved in 2007.

Council Member Van Auken expressed concern regarding the lack of activities performed at and beyond Gateway Building Festival Park.  She said she would like to encourage the performance of community natured activities on the entire Riverfront and not just a small section of the area. She further expressed concern regarding exclusionary arrangements and festival contracts the Park District would be managing for the City.  She requested the Council discuss these issues before entering a motion to defer this item.  
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Council Member Nichting left the Council Chambers at 8:25 P.M.

City Manager Oliver said the deferral date for this item, if that was the wish of the Council, would be January 9, 2007.  He reminded the Council that the current agreement between the City of Peoria and the Pleasure Driveway and Park District expired December 31, 2006, and the City would need to inquire what the Park District’s plans would be if this item was deferred.  
Council Member Van Auken suggested the administration approach the Park District regarding entering into a month-to-month agreement following the December 31, 2006, expiration date until some of these issues could be resolved due to the upcoming holidays and cancellation of Council meetings for the next two weeks.

City Manager Oliver said he would concur with the Council’s request, but he wanted assurance from the Park District that previously booked events would continue to be properly serviced.  He said he had discussed the month-to-month agreement earlier with Mr. Bill Roeder who was present in the Council Chambers and could address the Council regarding this issue.
Council Member Van Auken moved to grant Privilege of the Floor to Mr. Bill Roeder, Superintendent of the Riverfront for the Peoria Park District; seconded by Council Member Manning.

Hearing no objections, Chairman Pro Tem Grayeb granted Privilege of the Floor to Mr. Bill Roeder.  
Mr. Bill Roeder, Superintendent of the River Front for the Peoria Park District, said he has had an opportunity to discuss a number of issues with the Council and City Staff.  He said he felt the agreement was extremely important, as it demonstrated how both parties were willing to work together.  He said he also felt it was important to include duration terms in the agreement because the River Front scheduled dates with various groups several years in advance.  He said the goal of the River Front was to listen to the public and provide the entertainment they requested.  

Council Member Sandberg explained that the initial vision of the River Front that the City Council approved and expected was to provide festival natured entertainment such as street musicians, magicians, jugglers, and other various festival activities.  He expressed concern that in the past, street performers were excluded from performing on the River Front and were escorted from the area by the Peoria Police Department.  He said he felt there was a definite disconnect from what the River Front was initially intended to be used for and the way it was currently operated, and he said he felt the River Front had become very exclusive in the past year.   He said he expected more creativity to develop a performa that did not exclude specific festival activities from performing.  He sad he felt there was no change in venue in the current four-year contract as compared with the last eight to ten years.  He said he would not be supporting a motion to approve this item.  
In response to Council Member Manning regarding the balance of overall revenue and expenses, Mr. Roeder explained that objective and commitment of the Park District was to provide a variety of quality recreational opportunities in a cost effective manner.  He said the Park District was not in the business of making a profit, and any proceeds were maintained in a reserve fund and carried into the next year’s River Front programming, and not other Park District programs.  He said when the River Front closed its books in April, they budgeted to break even.   He said when the City built the Gateway Building, the Park District agreed to manage the building at cost and if the Gateway project lost money, the City would reimburse the Park District for the programming cost.  
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Council Member Van Auken moved to approve the current contract on a month to month basis at a cost of $7,208.00 per month until Council provided further direction contingent to the Park District’s agreement to the proposal after December 31, 2006; seconded by Council Member Sandberg. 

Mr. Roeder said he would need to get direction from the Park District Board before commenting on the motion.  He added that he felt it was important that the City and the Park District continue working together to resolve issues regarding the River Front.
Following a brief comment regarding a month-to-month contract, Council Member Gulley moved for a substitute motion to approve the current contract for one year with the Park District and provide an opportunity to amend the agreement during that time, and schedule meetings to discuss the concerns brought forward by the Council; seconded by Council Member Morris.

Council Member Morris pointed out that the City had invested millions of dollars in the Gateway Building and River Front.  He said it was his recollection was that the River Front would be a magnet to draw people to participate in River Front events.  He said he felt it was important to maintain open dialogue between the City and the Park District regarding activities on the River Front.
Council Member Manning expressed concern with a one-year agreement because the Park District needed to commit definite dates with various entertainment events for future years.

He suggested the Council discuss this further to lock in an agreement for a longer period. 
Council Member Sandberg requested staff give a copy of the Council communication to Mr. Roeder for reference.  He said he felt it was the Administration’s obligation to bring forth recommendations for the Park District to make changes to the events agenda to include different activities on the River Front and return the River Front to the initial vision that was presented to the Council in previous years.    

In response to Council Member Gulley regarding the amount of time needed to secure events, Mr. Roeder explained that signature events were already scheduled, and a majority of events were contracted for during the winter months.
