Council Member Sandberg pointed out that this project was projected to cost $38 million.  He questioned when the City would have to contribute their matching portion of $3.75 million, if the grant was secured.  

City Engineer Gene Hewitt explained an application needed to be sent so the City would be included in the funding cycle.  He said the City had been in a five-year funding cycle, but nothing was done and the ICC questioned if the City of Peoria wanted to resubmit an application.  He stated the project was finally in its first phase with IDOT and he felt the City should stay in the funding cycle, because funding took time.  He said funding could happen in year #5 of the funding cycle.

Council Member Sandberg expressed concern regarding the Budget and that the City would have to fund the matching $3.75 million without knowing when the money was needed.  He questioned how committed the City needed to be during the five year period toward the $38 million project cost.  
City Engineer Gene Hewitt said this was only one source of funding.  He said it had been recognized that a $38 million project could not be carried by the City of Peoria alone. He pointed out that there was a substantial portion of this amount that would have to come from the State’s system.

City Engineer Hewitt said he did not have exact figures at this time regarding how much the City would need toward the $3.75 million five years from now because the first phase study was still in process.  He said approximately 40% of the project’s total cost was tied up in the interchange and the connection to Route #91.  He said $7 million would be needed for the bridge and the City already had half of that amount.  He explained there was approximately $2 million from State and Federal funding in hand that would assist with the first part of the construction at Pioneer Parkway.  He further stated when the first phase was completed, there would be a total number and a break down of what funding was needed.  He said he would know more in 2007.  
Council Member Sandberg said projects like this had long-term budget implications and he said he felt the Council should be aware of these types of projects during Budget discussions.
