Council Member Sandberg expressed concern that cameras would not be located in the areas where the biggest crime problems were located in the City.  
Mayor Ardis explained there were many neighborhoods that had requested to be a part of the camera pilot program.  He said there were logistics issues to be considered regarding the fiber wiring so the proposed locations were the most logical locations to begin the project.  He said the test area could be manipulated somewhat.  He also stated that input on the recommendations had been received from the Police Department.   

Following further discussion, Council Member Turner moved to authorize the City Manager to enter into a sole source agreement with Heart Technologies, Inc. to install a pilot area for cameras, and to enter into a contract for approximately a three square mile area, in an amount not to exceed $150,000.00 upon successful implementation of the pilot area; seconded by Council Member Van Auken.

In discussion with Council Member Grayeb regarding the pan and tilt capability of the proposed cameras and private property privacy issues, City Manager Oliver said a policy relating to how the cameras would be used would have to be developed.  He said, if there was criminal activity occurring at a private residence, then the camera would be viewing those activities.  He said policies would also need to be developed regarding the retention of videos and information that was gathered, and whether that information would be subject to the Freedom of Information Act.  
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Corporation Counsel Randy Ray said cameras would be trained on places seen from a street, so nothing would come up on these videos where anyone would have an expectation of privacy.
Council Member Gulley expressed concern that the wiring infrastructure was not yet available in some portions of the City where crime was prevalent.
