PURCHASE SEVEN (7) THERMAL IMAGING CAMERAS and Accept the LOW BID of ENVIRONMENTAL SAFETY GROUP, INC., in the Amount of $58,800.00.
In discussion with Council Member Grayeb, Fire Chief Kent Tomblin said the City currently had seventeen thermal imaging cameras on truck and engine companies and two more in the Battalion Chief’s vehicles.  He further explained that the warranties on the cameras lasted approximately five years.  He said, once the warranties expired, the repairs were so expensive that it was more cost effective to replace the cameras.  He said replacement cameras would continue to be purchased over the next few years.  He explained how effective the cameras were when it came to firefighter safety, and he added that the cameras reduced property damage because the source of fires could be targeted more quickly.

He also said that this neighborhood had been in the middle of road construction for a long period of time with the reconstruction of War Memorial, Nebraska, and Forrest Hill Streets, which had now been completed.  He said the risk of leaving a Fire Station unmanned for most of a year was understood, but the neighbors supported the rebuilding of the Fire Station and they wanted it to remain in their neighborhood.  He said the decision to demolish the Fire Station and rebuild was more cost efficient and he commended the City Staff for their work in bringing this project in under budget.  

Council Member Gulley returned to the Council Chambers.
Council Member Jacob commended Council Member Spears and the Fire Department for their efforts and communication with the neighbors.  He also commended the neighbors for becoming involved in the process.
