Council Member Sandberg explained that the City would be utilizing HRA revenues that were unbudgeted in the 2007 general fund budget to sponsor the $35,000 for the 2007 IHSA Tournament.  He questioned if this would be the City’s strategy in two years.  He said in the past, the $35,000 amount came from gaming revenues and not the general fund.  
City Manager Randy Oliver said in the past, part of the financial sponsorship for the IHSA was funded with the tourism reserve fund through the efforts of the CVB and the Convention Center, and $35,000 was budgeted from the City’s general fund.   He stated that Staff had identified $35,000 in excess funds for the current year as well as 2008 from HRA revenues that could be used for this purpose.  He said If there were no subsequent revenues in excess for HRA revenues available, it would need to be budgeted within the general fund budget in 2009 and 2010.  He noted that the City was not part of the negotiations for this particular package.
In response to Council Member Sandberg, Finance Director/Comptroller Jim Scroggins clarified that prior to 2007, the $35,000 used to sponsor this event came from gaming revenues.  He said the City transferred funds from capital to operations, which then went to fund the IHSA.  Director Scroggins stated if there were insufficient HRA funds to sponsor this event in two years, and the City would sponsor the event utilizing gaming revenue funds versus the general fund.  
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Council Member Nichting moved to approve financial sponsorship of $35,000.00 per year for four years beginning March 15, 2007, for the Illinois High School Association March Madness Class A and Class AA Boys Basketball Tournament Championships for 2007 through 2010, and
authorized the City Manager to execute the documents, direct Staff to use HRA revenues to fulfill this contract; and if the money needed to be taken from the general fund and not HRA, the Council would be immediately notified, so budgets could be adjusted where necessary, which may include future revenue streams to other entities; seconded by Council Member Sandberg.  

Council Member Nichting expressed concern that a group of people made a decision regarding how the IHSA Basketball Tournament would be funded without Council direction.  He said everyone supported the IHSA Basketball Championship games being played in Peoria, but the Council was ultimately responsible to the taxpayers.

Council Member Sandberg expressed concern that the funds used for the first two years of the contract would not be available for the last two years of the contract.  He said he did not want any misunderstanding regarding the purpose of the HRA taxes and tourism funds.  He said these funds should be used to support or subsidize ventures such as the IHSA games. He said property taxes, garbage taxes, and sales taxes should not be used for this purpose.  

Mayor Ardis said there was no indication in this discussion of a lack of support of the IHSA in Peoria.  He said this discussion only regarded important financial matters regarding this issue. He said the Council’s support for the IHSA games remaining in Peoria had not waivered.

Council Member Sandberg explained the basis behind the State and Federal Enterprise Zone Designation.  He said he felt this recommendation was not to create a “zone” but to offer sales tax relief for a project.  He said he did not feel this was an appropriate use for an Enterprise Zone, and he would not be supporting the motion.  

Following a brief explanation regarding the benefits this company would provide to the City of Peoria, and why he felt the City should expand the boundaries of the Enterprise Zone to include this area, Council Member Nichting moved to approve the recommendation to submit an application to the State of Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (DCEO), and to adopt an Ordinance amending Ordinance No. 11,051 expanding the boundaries of the Enterprise Zone for property located at 6533 N. Galena Road (Firefly Energy); seconded by Council Member Turner.
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Council Member Manning explained that when this item first came to Council, Staff was directed to discuss the possibility of property tax abatement with other taxing bodies in the area.  He said the City received concurrence from Peoria Heights School District to abate taxes for that period of time, and the Mass Transit District and the Peoria Park District were in the process of considering an Ordinance at their next meeting. He said Staff was also going to present this recommendation to ICC and the Peoria Public Library.  He said if all of these entities were in agreement, it would represent 100% of the taxing bodies in that area.  He congratulated Staff on their efforts toward reaching this historic achievement.  
Council Member Grayeb said this was a tremendous investment to the community and provided great benefits to the taxpayers.  He commended the City Manager and the administration in supporting efforts to keep jobs in the community.

Council Member Morris said he felt it was the Council’s responsibility to keep the economy growing, and he felt this business would provide vital added growth.  

Council Member Spears commented there was some risk involved in helping this business remain in Peoria and help them get started so they could begin production, but there was also the reward of watching a company produce new technology that would benefit future generations, and know that Peoria had some involvement.  

Mayor Ardis said he felt the largest risk was being taken by the owners making the decision to locate their company in Illinois.  He said many States were interested in having businesses like this locate in their area.   He commended Director of Economic Development Craig Hullinger and his staff, and City Manager Randy Oliver and his staff for their positive efforts in bringing this new business to the Peoria area.   

Council Member Sandberg commented that if the City determined this was the best investment of economic development dollars, then the funding for this item should be included in the budget.  He said in this way, the City would not stray from the original usage of the Enterprise Zone Legislation.

Council Member Gulley said he felt this was a good firm and the City needed to exercise their efforts to keep them in the community.  He expressed concern that the business was not being located closer to residential areas where the people who needed jobs would have an opportunity to apply for employment, and if hired, would be able to commute back and forth without the worry of transportation.  Council Member Gulley said he would continue not to support areas that he felt were outside the boundaries of where the Enterprise Zone should be.

Communication from the City Manager and Assistant City Manager Requesting Authorization for the ISSUANCE of REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL for PRIVATE VENDORS to Provide FLEET MAINTENANCE and REPAIR of the CITY'S VEHICLE AND EQUIPMENT FLEET.
Following a brief explanation, Council Member Van Auken moved to issue the Request for Proposal for private vendors to provide fleet maintenance and repair of the City’s vehicle and equipment fleet, and direct the City Manager to include as part of the RFP that the City research firms who hired union represented employees or who paid prevailing wage rates, and to approve this request for a study.  No second was heard.
Council Member Nichting stated he felt it was necessary to leave this process broad and open in order for Staff to review all the costs associated with the RFP.  He further stated he felt it was important that some of the evaluation was done in-house so Staff could compare private versus public estimates.  
Council Member Sandberg said he was unsure if there were prevailing wage rates for mechanics and he expressed concern regarding as to how their wages would be measured.   Regarding the issue of union employees, he said the City’s current employees were represented by the Teamsters.  He questioned the City’s definition of union.  He added that the term “union” could mean any organized labor group.  

Discussion was held regarding the level of management required to oversee the maintenance contract for the private contractor to manage the purchasing of vehicles, equipment, and fuel.  It was noted that the largest private contract that the City monitored was the garbage contract, which was adequately managed by a Senior Administrative Assistant.  It was further noted that the position would require a full time employee to make decisions and recommendations relating to fleet replacement, proper use of vehicle parts, to insure billings were correct and performance standards in contracts were met.  Some Council Members felt this position did not need to be the same level of management in comparison to an employee who managed garage mechanics.  
Following comments from City Manager Oliver regarding whether it would violate an executive order to specify that the RFP included language requiring a union, and what type of funding should be used, Council Member Van Auken moved to defer this item for one week until the March 13, 2007, Regular City Council Meeting; seconded by Council Member Gulley. 
Council Member Grayeb said he did not feel that taking operations outside the City provided any significant cost savings to the City.   He said he would not be supporting the motion.

(07-127) CIVIC CENTER UPDATE Regarding the OPERATIONS, REDEVELOPMENT 

PROJECT, FINANCIAL STATUS and MARKETING the PEORIA CIVIC CENTER. 
Following a brief explanation, Council Member Grayeb moved to grant Privilege of the Floor to members of the Civic Center Authority; seconded by Council Member Morris.
A handout explaining the three-year Financial Comparison Report and Schedule of Upcoming Events for March and April 2007 was distributed to all members of the City Council by the Civic Center Authority.
Ms. Rebekah Bourland, Chairman of the Peoria Civic Center Authority gave a brief update on the operations, redevelopment project, financial status and marketing of the Peoria Civic Center.   

She thanked those who participated in the ribbon cutting ceremony of the Great Hall at the Civic Center.  She noted that starting immediately, the Peoria Civic Center Authority meeting minutes would be distributed to the Council monthly upon approval.  She explained some of the new
agreements that had been negotiated with Centerplate and SMG, and she said both companies had made significant capital investments in Civic Center upgrades and operational improvements.  She commended all those involved in this historic project.    
Mr. Dan Daly, Peoria Civic Center Commissioner and Co-Chair of the Civic Center redevelopment process, explained that so far the Civic Center had expended over $40 million on the construction project.  He mentioned the areas that had been completed, and those currently under construction.  He said this was a challenging project, and he commended the contractors, construction managers, staff, and the authority members for their contributions.  He thanked the City Council for their cooperation in making this project work.  

Mr. Sean Schoonover, Finance Director for the Civic Center, gave a brief update on the financial status for the current fiscal year, which began in September.  He explained through the first six months of the fiscal year, the Civic Center’s net loss was approximately $100,000 behind budget.  He said, however, this net loss represented a $250,000 improvement over the numbers versus this time last year.  He thanked City Manager Oliver and Finance Director Scroggins, and the County Staff for their assistance in helping to minimize rising electrical costs.  He reviewed the handout explaining the Civic Center’s three-year comparison versus January 2005 bonding projections.  

Ms. Debbie Ritschel, General Manager of the Civic Center, gave a brief update regarding the marketing of the Civic Center.   She said the Civic Center was able to reach one of their goals of having the 100th anniversary of the IHSA Tournament and the 25th anniversary of the Civic Center.   She mentioned some of the upcoming events to be held at the Civic Center.

Council Member Grayeb moved to receive and file Civic Center Update regarding the operations, redevelopment process, financial status and marketing the Peoria Civic Center; seconded by Council Member Jacob.

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or on behalf of the particular public body has been filed and is pending before a court or administrative tribunal, or when the public body finds that such an action is probable or imminent.; seconded by Council Member Morris.
