Mr. Brian Meginnes, Attorney for Ehrlichman Enterprises, Inc., said there had been issues dealing with the property in previous years, but the petitioner had made substantial improvements in the area in recent years.  He said the vacation would allow for further commitments for improved parking in the area and provide for the addition of screening the lots which would improve the site location.  He explained the Petitioner was in the process of devising a better method to improve the process of the intake of recyclable materials into the facility.
