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Council Member Sandberg explained this communication contains more than one action.  He stated that Staff needed confirmation to bring the required process regarding the land development regulations for the remaining Heart of Peoria area back to the Council for discussion and approval.  He said Staff would need approximately four months to review and work on some of the smaller issues that involved the 7600 acres outside the Form Base area.   He said Staff had requested clarification from the Council to determine if they should move forward by being more flexible and focusing on some of the newer urbanistic principles, such as distance to parking, and bring back in four months a Land Development Code that would be more sensitive and supportive of urbanistic regulations, or adopt the current Code as it was.

Following some further comments, Council Member Sandberg moved to direct Staff to utilize the next four months in working with developers, stakeholders, and neighborhood associations to fine tune the current Land Development Code for the remaining 7600 acres outside the Form Base Area and after the four month period, bring back to the Council Land Development Code regulations that would be more sensitive and supportive of urbanistic principles; seconded by Council Member Van Auken.
Referring to the eight ordinances that had been previously adopted, Council Member Nichting inquired what additional work needed to be done and if four months was sufficient time for Staff to draft a new type of regulation for the Knoxville Avenue corridor, which was a major thoroughfare, that could be differentiated from other areas in the community that had already been approved.  
Director Landes pointed out that the Council had previously directed Staff not to use the thoroughfare language in their documentations when discussing Knoxville Avenue and to amend the regulations to further increase reinvestment from both residential and commercial citizens by creating or changing regulations to increase the competitiveness of land characterized as a smaller lot subdivision and codes sensitive to an urban environment.  She said Staff wanted to keep their goals in line with the Council’s.   She wanted to assure the Council and the public that it was not Staff’s intention to create more form districts unless the Council directed them to do so.
Council Member Sandberg explained the intent of the previous motion did not involve the Knoxville Corridor, other that during the next four months there could be possible discussions that might straddle Knoxville to arrive at a negotiable agreement as to the final regulations.

Council Member Sandberg moved to remove from the table and to bring back to the City Council an Ordinance to adopt the Land Development Code for the Heart of Peoria area outside the Form Based Districts and an Ordinance in support of the Heart of Peoria recommendation, with the provision when this item was brought forward, that for the first four months after the effective date, the Zoning Administrator shall be authorized to approve development under the existing Appendices A and B if the property owner can provide proof that the development in question had been commenced by plans, drawing, application, etc prior to the enactment of the Land Development Code; seconded by Council Member Van Auken. 
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In response to Council Member Nichting regarding if the City would be in any legal dilemmas by having two choices for individuals and what enforcement would be required if there was a difference of opinion, Corporation Counsel Randy Ray explained the choice would be legal because it was transitional only and designed to address the issue of development projects currently under construction.  Mr. Ray said the Zoning Administrator would be in charge of any legal procedure and her decision would be under the zoning code and whether the project had been initiated by the effective date, and any appeal of her decision would go to the Zoning Board of Appeals.   
In further response to Council Member Nichting regarding what would be the effective date for adopting the Land Development Code, Corporation Counsel Ray said the Code would come forward with an effective date when it was brought back to the Council.   

For the record, Council Member Nichting presented a scenario that if a land owner was in the process of working on a project but had not filed any papers with the City, what would be the compliance date.   
Corporation Counsel Ray stated, for example, that if the Code was adopted the first week in June, and the effective date would be July 1st, the Zoning Administrator would be limited to four months and would need to determine if the property owner had started plans for his project prior to the July 1st date.  
Council Member Spain inquired if there would be an impact on Staff and their ability to further refine the Code while working with developers when there were two codes in place during the transitional period.   
Director Landes explained the Land Development Code currently on the Table would go through  the correct parliamentary procedure and come back to Council in its original format with one exception, that the Knoxville thoroughfare frontage would be removed, which could be approved at the first meeting in June.  Ms. Landes said an adoption date would then be set.  She said the Code was in place at this time, and ongoing projects could utilize the new Code.  She said during the four month period, property owners would need to prove that they had some reliance on the Code.

Request for CITIZENS to ADDRESS the CITY COUNCIL Regarding VARIOUS ISSUES.

Mr. Roger Sparks, Member of the Mayor’s Advisory Commission for the Disabled, addressed the Council regarding the Commission’s need to have equipment for the hearing impaired during the meetings.  He also expressed concern that the documents handed out at the meetings needed to be printed in a larger font for easier reading.  
Chairman Pro Tem Turner requested the City Manager to meet with Mr. Sparks to discuss his concerns and come up with some solutions.  

Ms. Peg Pendle, a Peoria resident, expressed concern regarding the City’s crime rate and quality of life issues.  She said she felt there needed to be a more effective method of communication between the City and the residents living along the Knoxville Corridor regarding any future development plans for that area.   
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Council Member Sandberg clarified that the Knoxville Corridor began at Forrest Hill and would not affect residents residing north of Forrest Hill.

Mr. Savino Sierra, a Peoria resident, referred to the article regarding Peoria’s placement in City rankings.  He expressed concern regarding loud music in the neighborhoods, and the need to improve the City’s school districts.  He said the citizens needed to work together to make Peoria a better City and move its rating to a higher position.
Mrs. Ella Bowman, General Manager for Peoria Mass Transit District a/k/a City Link, outlined the “Sun and Fun” bus program passes for the City’s youth.   

Ms. Estella Davis-Flowers, a Peoria resident, spoke in opposition of the new grocery store soon to open in the south side having a license to sell liquor.  She said as a co-pastor for one of the churches in the City’s south side, she was concerned for the safety of families and the youth in the vicinity.  She said the area was in need of a grocery store but did not need another liquor establishment.  She stated there was no need for a truck stop in the area, and these two establishments were in opposition to the citizens’ goal to improve their community and build stronger relationships in the Southside. 

Mr. Bill Hardin, Peoria resident and owner of Hardin Signs Co., expressed concern that he was unable to discuss some of the problems regarding the signs to Council Members.  He inquired if there would be an opportunity to explain some of the options that were available to help solve some of the problems.  
Council Member Van Auken explained that a number of meetings were held with Staff, the Heart of Peoria Commission and business owners who would be affected and brought forward recommendations to the Planning and Zoning Commission, which were approved.  She said the Council had received and reviewed the information sent by Mr. Hardin.  She said there had been a thorough discussion regarding the sign code, and the recommendations approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission were conclusive.  
Following discussion with Director of Planning and Growth Management Pat Landes, Council Member Sandberg clarified that the Zoning Commission was currently having a comprehensive review of the sign code outside of the Heart of Peoria Form Based areas, and it was only in the Form Based Code areas where sign regulations had been reviewed and adopted.
