In discussion with Council Member Jacob, Police Chief Settingsgaard explained the Police Department  had been reviewing crime mapping software for quite some time and they had also been looking for a funding source.  He said this grant came forward at an opportune time and would pay for the software in its entirety for the first year.  He said the grant would be shared with the County as there was a requirement in the grant that the City and County agree on how to share the funds. He said he proposed the system to County Sheriff Mike McCoy and it was determined that the system would save money for both the City and County, as well as increase both entities’ ability to provide service to the public.
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Police Chief Settingsgaard further explained the program would allow the Police Department, on an in-depth basis, to study crime in the City as it occurred.  He said the program would notify the Police Department regarding crime patterns as they developed and to track individual offenses. He said the usefulness was almost unlimited for the Police Department.  He explained an added benefit was that, after this program was installed and operating, citizens would be able to log into the Police Department’s web site and they would have the ability to search crime patterns in different areas of the City that they were interested in for their own information. He further explained other benefits the program would provide to citizens. He added the implementation date would be approximately 90 days after the funds had been received.  
Council Member Jacob requested that, after the program was operational, Police Chief Settingsgaard communicate the information regarding the program and how it could be used to neighborhood associations so they could take advantage of the program.

He said a new timing device would be installed and the five-minute speaking limit would be enforced.  He said Council Members would need to be more precise and to the point when addressing issues.
Council Member Van Auken expressed concern that citizens would be confused with a new schedule for Council Meetings and they would not know when Council Meetings were going to be held.  She said she did not want citizens to lose interest in City Council business. 

Council Member Van Auken explained that citizens would only be required to sign in prior to speaking under the Citizens to Address the City Council portion of the meeting.  She said citizens would continue to be allowed to speak on individual Council items prior to the Council taking a vote by contacting a Council Member in advance to be granted Privilege of the Floor.

(Approved under Item No. 07-040) with an Effective Date of June 8, 2007, and a Completion Date of May 31, 2009, for a Total Estimated Compensation Amount Not to Exceed $2,465,500, to ASSIST the CITY in the DEVELOPMENT of a LONG TERM CONTROL PLAN (Phase II) to MEET the REQUIREMENTS of the NEW NATIONAL POLLUTANT DISCHARGE ELIMINATION SYSTEM (NPDES) PERMIT for the City's Combined Sewer Outfalls; AND REQUEST to APPROVE the ADDITIONAL SERVICES Offered in TASK ORDER NO. 2 as Follows: 1) Facilitation of Small/Woman-Owned/Minority-Owned Business Enterprises Development into the Project ($20,000 Fee); and 2) Facilitation to Secure Federal Funding Assistance ($20,000 Fee).
Mayor Ardis said one of the partners in the next phase of this project included ELM Consulting, which was a company that the Mayor’s firm was associated with and he requested clarification regarding any conflict of interest.

Corporation Counsel Randy Ray said Mayor Ardis was employed by ELM Locating and the contract was with ELM Consulting.  He said the two firms were related and shared a building, and he stated his opinion was that there was a conflict of interest that would be resolved, if the Mayor abstained from voting and discussion. 
Mayor Ardis said he would be abstaining from discussion and voting regarding this issue due to his employers’ involvement in the project.  He requested that Council Member Spears chair this portion of the meeting.
Council Member Nichting moved to approve Task Order No. 2 to the 2007 Professional Services Agreement with Mactec Engineering and Consulting, Inc. (Approved under Item No. 07-040) with an effective date of June 8, 2007, and a completion date of May 31, 2009, for a total estimated compensation amount not to exceed $2,465,500, to assist the City in the development of a Long Term Control Plan (Phase II) to meet the requirements of the new 

National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit for the City's Combined Sewer Outfalls; and request to approve the additional services offered in Task Order No. 2 as Follows: 1) Facilitation of Small/Woman-Owned/Minority-Owned Business Enterprises Development into the Project ($20,000 Fee); and 2) Facilitation to Secure Federal Funding Assistance ($20,000 Fee); seconded by Council Member Turner.
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In discussion with Council Member Sandberg regarding his concern pertaining to overall costs of the project and pertaining to the professional errors and omissions requirement in the contract, Corporation Counsel Randy Ray said he felt that $1 million should be sufficient, but that amount could be amended and increased, if that was the desire of the Council.

In further discussion with Council Member Sandberg regarding funds that were expended on Task Order No. 1 based on the contract, Senior Civil Engineer Jane Gerdes provided information regarding estimated costs due to the fact that not all invoices had been received. She said estimated costs from February 6, 2007, through May 31, 2007, were approximately $485,000 plus or minus $10,000.   
Senior Civil Engineer Jane Gerdes explained that costs would be funded through the Capital Fund, and she pointed out this project would be a valid use for funds in the Operational Combined Sewer Fund. She added she felt confident a grant, in the approximate amount of $480,000, would be awarded to the City.  

Council Member Van Auken suggested that an expert Risk Manager review the insurance requirements for this project.  She also suggested that invoices provide at least a brief statement for each expenditure. 

Senior Civil Engineer Jane Gerdes said she could request that invoices provide more detailed breakdown on each task each month.

Council Member Nichting pointed out this CSO project was expensive for the City to fund, but this project had been mandated, so the City had little choice except to determine how to move the process forward and achieve the objective in the most cost efficient manner. 
In discussion with Council Member Manning regarding the $20,000 fee for the facilitation of small/woman-owned/minority-owned business enterprises development into the project and whether or not this could be conducted in-house, Equal Opportunity Manager David Watkins said it was his understanding the information that would be provided by the consultant was unique to this project of this type.  He said this would have long term benefits to the City because it would create a more competitive environment.

Council Member Manning expressed concern regarding the $20,000 expenditure for a lobbyist at this point.

Director of Public Works Steve Van Winkle said there were approximately 700 cities involved in a CSO project in their communities. He said most cities would have to pay for the costs of the projects and the $20,000 would contribute toward the cost of an attempt to reduce these costs for all these communities.

Following a clarification by City Manager Randy Oliver regarding the data base for the facilitation of small/woman-owned/minority-owned business enterprises development into the project, Council Member Montelongo said there was a Small Business Association data base and others on the internet for free.

Council Member Gulley said, if the $20,000 was going to be removed, he felt that funding should be increased for the Equal Opportunity Office due to the limited Staff and for the extra work that would be generated by this endeavor.

COMMENTS Regarding POLICE PATROLS to Address STREET DRUG DEALING
Council Member Jacob referred to the current practice and success of Police saturation patrols, and he questioned if saturation patrols could target small street corner drug dealers in certain areas of the City.  He suggested directing those kinds of activities for saturation patrols to resolve.

Police Chief Settingsgaard said, if current funds in the saturation fund were redirected to street level drug dealing, it would result in less enforcement of the types of issues that had been resolved by saturation patrols.  He said, if patrol funds were directed toward the issues of street drug dealing, then saturation patrols could continue as before and street drug dealing enforcement could be increased.  He further discussed the observations of drug trafficking by the POP Team.  He suggested increasing that enforcement with a combined effort between the Street Crimes Division and Vice to target the low level drug dealers working the streets, and also targeting the drug customers.   

Council Member Jacob requested that the Council hold some discussion at some point in the future to discuss options to increase the approach to increase saturation in certain areas of the older neighborhoods.

PRESENTATION by MR. JAMES POLK, Vice-Chair of the City Link Board of Directors, Regarding CITY LINK SERVICES. 

Hearing no objections, Mayor Ardis granted Privilege of the Floor to former Council Member James Polk.

Mr. James Polk, Vice-Chair of the City Link Board of Directors, discussed the history of City Link services and the success of the bus ridership program.  He said City Link services were important for educational purposes, jobs, and economic development. 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trolley.  He said the new $10 million maintenance facility would be located at the Jefferson Street facility. Council Member Spears suggested that City Link establish a trolley or shuttle between all the shopping centers in Peoria during holiday seasons.

Council Member Van Auken also suggested City Link providing service to older transportation-challenged neighborhoods and running trolleys to farmers markets during summer months. 

Mr. Polk thanked the Council Members for their suggestions and he said he would take the suggestions to the Board. 

Mayor Ardis thanked Mr. Polk for his presentation.

Mr. Randal Emerts, Sr., a Peoria resident, thanked the Public Works Department and any others involved for resolving traffic problems at the intersection of Western and Martin Luther King Dr. during peak hours.    

Mr. John White, a Peoria resident, discussed the issue of credit card costs being included in all retail prices even if a person pays cash.  He expressed concern how this affected lower income persons who did not use credit cards.  He also discussed property taxation.  He suggested that the first half of property tax money be collected by January 31 of each year and the rest by July 31 of each year. He said this would create an overlap of money of four months for the County  taxing groups.
Mr. John Edwards, a Peoria resident, suggested the closure of the Peoria Disposal Company’s hazardous waste landfill.  He expressed concern regarding the amount of toxic waste dumped in Peoria landfill, the close proximity to the City, and the effect this had on the air and water quality.   
Mr. General Parker, a Peoria resident, expressed concern regarding the Council’s decision to remove the $20,000 for the facilitation of Small/Woman-Owned/Minority-Owned Business Enterprises Development, but the $20,000 for a lobbyist was not removed.  He also expressed concern that the grocery store on Adams Street would be required to hire off-duty Police Officers rather than security guards, and he was concerned about the costs involved. He said there were other liquor establishments in the City that were not required to hire security in the same manner.
