PUBLIC HEARING Regarding the Designation of the EAGLE VIEW TIF REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT AREA and Regarding the Adoption of TAX INCREMENT ALLOCATION FINANCING.
Director of Economic Development Craig Hullinger said the City had been wanting to develop the Southern Gateway for many years. He said the Eagle View TIF would cover the Southern Gateway area and he discussed the boundaries that was shown on a display map.
Hearing no objections, Mayor Ardis granted Privilege of the Floor to Ms. Jeanne Lindwall.
Ms. Jeanne Lindwall, Consultant with Camiros Ltd, discussed the boundaries of the TIF and said the TIF would cover approximately 784 acres with 250 tax parcels.  She said the project area was being designated using the criteria for improved conservation area and a blighted vacant area.  She stated 50% or more of the buildings in the area must be 35 years of age or older and at least three of 13 factors defined in the TIF Act must be reasonably present and meaningfully distributed in the project area in order for an improved property to be designated as a conservation area. She said the project area contained 169 buildings of which 142 met the age threshold representing 84% of all buildings.  She added seven of the 13 factors listed in the Act were meaningfully present and reasonably distributed in respect to improved property. She also stated that four other factors were present in a more limited extent.  She said that vacant land represented approximately 14% of the project area, and she further discussed land use.
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Council Member Gulley said he would be abstaining from the vote and discussion due to property interests in the proposed Eagle View TIF area.

Council Member Nichting moved to open the Public Hearing regarding the designation of the Eagle View TIF Redevelopment Project Area and regarding the adoption of Tax Increment Allocation Financing; seconded by Council Member Spain.

PUBLIC HEARING Regarding the Designation of the WAREHOUSE TIF REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT AREA and Regarding the Adoption of TAX INCREMENT ALLOCATION FINANCING.
Director of Economic Development Craig Hullinger said the Warehouse TIF was also part of the  Southern Gateway and development of this area was discussed in the Heart of Peoria Plan.

Hearing no objections, Mayor Ardis granted Privilege of the Floor to Ms. Jeanne Lindwall.

Ms. Jeanne Lindwall, Consultant with Camiros Ltd, discussed the boundaries of the TIF and she said the size of the Warehouse TIF area was approximately 215 acres and contained 438 tax parcels.  She said the project area was being designated using criteria for an improved conservation area, which required  50% or more of the buildings in the area to be 35 years of age or older and at least three of 13 factors defined in the TIF Act must be reasonably present and meaningfully distributed in the project area. She said there were 313 buildings in the project area and 92% of the buildings met the age threshold.  She added that seven of the eligibility factors listed in the Act were meaningfully present and reasonably distributed.  She said the redevelopment plan would encourage redevelopment and repositioning of the project area as a vibrant mixed use residential and commercial neighborhood within walking distance of downtown Peoria and the Illinois River.  
Director Hullinger stated the Joint Review Board voted this area was TIF eligible by a six to one vote, with one pass, and one vote by mail in favor.  He said the Joint Review Board also had recommended that the City enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with the other taxing bodies regarding how the TIF would be administered. He said he was presently working on the agreement.
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Council Member Nichting said he would be abstaining from the vote and discussion due to his ownership of property in the Warehouse TIF area.  
Council Member Gulley moved to open the Public Hearing regarding the designation of the Warehouse TIF Redevelopment Project Area and regarding the adoption of Tax Increment Allocation Financing; seconded by Council Member Van Auken.

The Public Hearing opened at 6:41 P.M.
Mr. Lee Graves, a Peoria resident, said his office was located in the Warehouse District and he spoke in support of the proposed TIF. He said he felt this area should be developed into downtown residential space similar to what was being accomplished in other parts of the nation.  He said a mass of citizens living in the downtown area would provide a vibrant downtown core for the community.  He discussed the importance of infrastructure that was needed, which was something developers could not provide.  He suggested a financial mechanism to help build infrastructure that would provide incentives for developers to come forward.  He said he felt the District #150 School Board needed income, but not he felt they needed different advice.  

Mr. Pat Sullivan, a Peoria resident, said his business was located on State Street.  He said these older buildings that had been family-owned for many years would have an opportunity to redevelop and provide jobs to the community.  He commended the older businesses that had remained in Peoria rather than moving to other communities.  He said the proposed Warehouse TIF and Eagle View TIF would work together to encourage businesses to remain in the City.  

Mr. George Murray, owner of property in the Warehouse TIF District on 512 S. W. Washington Street, expressed concern that some information he had requested had not been provided. 

Council Member Gulley said he would be glad to set up a meeting with Mr. Murray to hear his concerns.

City Manager Randy Oliver suggested that Director of Economic Development Craig Hullinger be included in the meeting.

Mr. Joe Richey, owner of property at 1412 and 1506 S. W. Washington in the Warehouse TIF area, said the buildings located in the Warehouse District were unique in the City.  He indicated he supported redevelopment in the Warehouse TIF area, but there were a number of things that needed to happen for redevelopment to occur.  He said he did not feel the area would develop without a TIF.  He discussed the 110 to 120-year old property he owned and explained its history that helped in the defense of the Country during World War I, World War II, and Viet Nam.  He said the TIF was needed to move forward.

Ms. Margaret Hanley, owner of property located at 1328 S. W. Washington, spoke in support of the TIF.  She said the property located next to her property was owned by District #150 and she expressed concern regarding its condition.

After the third call, Mayor Ardis determined that there were no other citizens who wished to address the Council regarding this issue.
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Council Member Gulley moved to close the Public Hearing; seconded by Council Member Turner.

PRESENTATION by Lori David, Caterpillar Black Belt Project Team Leader, Regarding SIX SIGMA SNOW PLAN FINAL REPORT Prepared by a Joint Project Team from Caterpillar, Inc. and the City of Peoria, with a Request to Receive and File.
Six Sigma Black Belt Project Team Leader Lori David distributed a binder of information to all members of the City Council.
Council Member Turner commended Ms. David for her efforts and work with City employees to make recommendations for changes to the City’s Snow Plan.  

Hearing no objections, Mayor Ardis granted Privilege of the Floor to Ms. Lori David.
Ms. Lori David, Caterpillar Six Sigma Black Belt Project Team Leader, provided an overview of the final report that was distributed to the Council.  She recommended that the City should try to budget for a larger than normal snow fall.  She said the City had added 26 center lane miles since the year 2000, which had not been included in any planning at all.  She said the City needed to have an electronic data base like the one in PeoriaCares to track complaint calls during snow storms. She said the plow operators needed to run their plan for their snow routes and not be taken off their routes for special circumstances or requests.  She also recommended that the snow plan should be posted on the City’s web site so citizens could access the web site to answer many of their questions.  She also discussed the location of salt piles and she recommended that another salt pile be located in the northern portion of the City so trucks could reduce travel time and fuel consumption to reload their salt supplies.  She said the City’s rule was that if there was a two inch snow, residents should remove their parked cars from the street.  She recommended that this rule be changed to four inches.  
Ms. David referred to the problems of clearing the City’s over 900 cul-de-sacs.  She said it took eight times longer to clear cul-de-sacs than a through street.  She recommended specialized equipment to clear cul-de-sacs before clearing the through streets to be more efficient.  She said there were different kinds of City equipment sitting idle when they could be used in snow storms.  She further recommended staging various trucks and equipment around the City so when there was a shift change, there would be less chaos and all the equipment would not be in one location.  She urged the City to use AVL and designate a person to observe the screen.  She said some of the operators needed more experience and training for snow storms.  
Ms. David said some Cities kept a list of City employees who were licensed to drive different kinds of equipment so those individuals could be utilized in an event of a snow emergency when additional operators were needed.  She said another alternative was for contractors to bid to clear certain subdivisions, which would eliminate City trucks having to clear subdivisions.  She said this method could be expensive, but if it was needed, it was an alternative.  
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Ms. David said partnerships could be built with other communities, Caterpillar, the Park District, and independent contractors.  She said some of the areas of the plan still needed improvement, there needed to be better communication, and when the plan was established, workers needed to stick to the plan. 
In discussion with Mayor Ardis, City Manager Randy Oliver said, if the Council had questions following a review of the report, Ms. David could be invited to attend a future Council Meeting to answer questions.
Council Member Turner spoke in support of the Six Sigma plan to solve and address problems. He said the plan promoted process improvement and to utilize facts and data that was available.  He requested that the Council review the information that was provided and, if there were concerns, Ms. David would be agreeable to address those concerns.
Council Member Jacob said he appreciated the work that had gone into the final report. He recommended that a follow-up meeting be held in the near future to review the plan in detail to make sure all the problems were solved.

Council Member Van Auken moved to receive and file the Six Sigma Snow Plan Final Report; seconded by Council Member Spain.

Council Member Nichting suggested that future discussions include what the cost benefit analysis would be in light of the City’s current resources.  He expressed concern that the City’s limited budget could also address a major snow storm that may occur once every nine years. He also pointed out that each snow event was different in temperature, moisture, etc. which would affect how each event was addressed by the City.  He said he agreed that communications had been a problem in the process and he discussed the importance of the entire team working together.

In discussion with Council Member Spears, Ms. David said the plan needed to be reviewed every year or every other year just like other emergency plans the City had developed. 
Mayor Ardis thanked Ms. David for her presentation. In discussion with Mayor Ardis, City Manager Oliver indicated additional information would be provided in September 2007.
